THE BOSTON PURITANS.
PUNISHMENT INFLICTED BY THEM
EQUAL TO THE SPANIAH INQUISI~-
TION—EARS CUT OFF, TONGUES
PIERCED, ETC., ALL BECAUSE OF
RELIGION,

At a time In the year when distin-

are pouring out numberless eulogics
upon the lives and cherdoters of the
early Puritaus, It may be well to see
what the historical records-of New
England have to say concerping the
doings of some of our forefathers dur-
iog the Hast filty years alter the land-
mg‘ from the Mayfower:

- No one denies that they were flned
imprisoned, robbed, branded .whlpped
nc'l’ persecated 'in every Imaginable
way in Eogland, all because they chose
to worshlp Geod in & manner different
from that prescrived by the Church of
nd; and that, rather then give u
thelr liberty of conscience or submi.
to all these rsecutions, toey
faced tha perlis of the sea, the linger-
ing sufferings 6f starvaiuion and the
dlabolical cruelties inflicted by the In-
dians. ¥or thus baving the conrsg« of
the'r convictions the early 'uritans
deserve unmeéeasured praise. Butl Just
nere it may be well 10 remember Loat
the Massachusetts FPuritans were not
alone in the strike for religious liherty;
they were not the vnly oces suffering
for the sake of their Ged. Puritans
were, inthe enr:lv days, starving; were
being massacred, and were enduring
all the bardships of an early settler's
Ife in New York, Maryland, Virginia,
and the Carolinas. The Boston l'uri-
taus were undergolng terribie Liurd-
sbips, but no worse than hundreds of
others along the Atlantic Coast. Years
later, however, they monopolized it,
but it was audering inflicted, vot en-
dured, by them.

The historical records of New Fug-
land show that no sooner nad the Pari-
tans gotcomiortably housed and pro-
tected from the winter’'s blasts than
they drove Roger Williams out luto the
cold and snow on a December night

to seek shelter { vages, far wore
friendly. He %rucntlons in
Epgland a short fore, only Lo be

pow fleeing from the Plymonth officers
eager to place him on board a ship to
carry him toto gerpet':ml banlshment.
No sooner bad these FPuritans got
enough shead to keep from starving
themselves than they turned others out
ioto the wilderness to go hungry. No
sooner had they escaped the flnes, im-
prisonments, whippings and banish-
ments of their bated' persccutors in
Epgland than they began to fige, im-
rison, whip and banish here. Apn
Elntl:mmon. John Wheelwright, John
Clark and seventy or eighty other per-
sons of good character and standiog
soon found to their sorrow- that tLhe
country from which they had lately fled
did not hold all the bigots or all the
pergecutors. And all this and more
within fifteen or twenty years of the
landing from the Mayfower and all be-
tause of religion. Bat the Puritans
wWeETe

NOTHING IF XOT PROGRESSIVE,

even in their pergecution. Samuel Gor-
top, who bad been whipped and ban-
ished for publicly defending & servant
of his, who committed the unpardon
able siu of smiling In church, refased
to return to Boston at the cail of the
general court, and a large force of sol-
diers were sent beyond the jurisdiction
of the court to Warwick, R, L., where
Gorton and a dozen others had finally
settled. These soldlers fired upon and
drove women and children into the
woo0ds and water, where many of them
p:rished from exposnre and neglect,
and bound and took Gortom and his
friends to Bosatoon, where John Win-
throp, Cotton Mather and some other
good souls came out and blessed the
soldlers for their great victory. It
bardly needs to be added that the el
Jders found these prisoners guilty of
death, bat the latter were finally put
in irons and kept at hard labor through

¥eepaway from the Boston Paritags
Ualy & few years afier this occurrence,
vir. Holmes, a Baptist minister from
Newpor!, accompanied by two irlends,
went to Lynn o visit a dying brother,
and while praying at his: bedside all
three were arrested, tined, and ‘impris
oned, and when he refured to pay his
fine, Holmes was taken out julo the
streets of Boston, siripped and most
vrutally whipped. The bioody sight
caused some Dbystanders to express
«ympathy for the sufferergand they too,
were immrediately fined and lmpns-

oned.

This shews the manner in which the
Boston Puritans were treating others
af a different religious belief than
themselves within thirty years of the
landing of the Mayflower. How were
whe Puritans belpg treated by others in
Jdifferent parts of the country at the
sume time? Ia New Ilampshire, they

Massachusetts, Hhode Island alone
standing out. Afterward, Quaker wo-
men a8 well a8 men were whipped and
starved, and in some instances thrown
into jail with backs lacerated and
bloady, without even straw to lie opon.
Uge day Enaicett’s sweet temper got
the better of bim and in & pious rage
be erdered all the Quoakers in *;u. a
score or more, taken out and whipped
twice a week, each time more uvenl‘;
toan the last. Still the ‘*devilish sect

came, and, getting desperate, the court
of Massachusetls a law which
reads, and which can be found on the
aistorical records to-day, ‘‘lor the first
offense of returning after banishmeant,
one ear shall be cut off; for the second
vfiense, chip off the other ear, snd for
the third, bore the tongue with & red-
bot fron.” How full of the spirit ef
(Christ must have been, those legislat-
ors, our bonored forefathers. No
doubt, 100, they supposed they were
following his teach: when they
passed & law under which two little
coildren, whose parents had been ban-
1shed, and were unable to pay the flnes
imposed for non-atiendsnce at church,
were as es.

We might refer to a period twenty-
five years later wnen thirty or forty in-
nocent and péaceable men and women
and two dogs were executed in Kastern
Massachuaselts for Leing too familiar
with the devil, for belng witches. The
records show how one old maag,elghiy-
one years of age, was literally crasbed
10 death, perbaps in & cider mill, aod
when his tougue lolled out, the sheriff
kindly poked It back with & stick, in
order, no doubt, to Y::u thorougly
every drop of the devilish blood out of
bim. Thoroughoess in exervthing was
one of the Puriwans’ good qualities.
But this Is ¢nough, beriaps too mach.
Still * the hlllOl"lcd supply is by no
means ased up.
The fact is, the Paritans, who con-
trolled the affairs of Massschusetts 10r
the first 50 or 75 years after tae landing
of the Mayflower, were men who fled
[rom persecution, Lyranoy and bigotry
in Eagland, only to become in & short
time, perseculors, tyrants and bigots
themselves. They fled from the thumb-
screw and ax only to substitute the
branding-iron and rope. They fled
from the persecuting Church ol Eag-
land only to establish,in six weeksafter
they landed at Salem, a church thst
Immediately began 10 persecute others.
[tis not to the Winthrops, the Endi-
cotts, the Nortouos, the Wilsons, that
we owe the Tenuu of our_ imstitetions,
but to the Wlllamses, the Hatchinsuns,

who stayed in New England at the peril
of their lives and flually succeded,even
in Boston, in overcoming and outliving
the parrow-minded and us-American
policy of tne early Boston Paritans.—
