This sayincr, which is as true as trite,has been changed to "stuff a cold and
starve a fever," whieh change entirely
changes the meaning, and consequent- - '

ly, is untrueii Probably no other say
iug'has caused more unnecessary suf-
fering than this in its abbreviated
form. Thef symptoms ' which are
grouped under the term cold,' are
only one set of symptoms by which
indigestion manifests itself. And-a- s

indigestion cornes more frequentlyfrom stuffing and stifling rooms than
from any or all other causes, the con-
tinuation of the stuffing process means
only a continuation of the "cold." ' A
