The resolutions ''adopted by the
House on the th of January were In-
tended to express to the German Gov-
ernment and people, sympathy at the
death, of an eminent man who died in
this country, and had served his native
land as a member of Its highest legis-lative body, and as a tribute of respectto his memory. While yourcommltteeis of the opinion that said resolutions
should have been received and trans-
mitted in the same spirit of cordialitv
and good will by which they were
prompted, it refrains from expresslntr
an opinion as to whether the course
pursued by the authorities of the Ger-
man Empire, in regard to them, was,or was .not, in accordance with' the
properties governing the internal regu-
lations of said Km pi re as a matter not
within its province of consideration.
As to the resolutions offered on the
loth of March, your committee Is of
the opinion they contain language that
uuder the present circumstances Is su
perfluous aud irrelevant, and not neces-
sary or proper to vindicate the charac-
ter or dignity of r the ' House. Your
committee therefore- - reports back the
said resolutions with the recommenda-
tions that they lie upon the table, and
reports the following resolutions with
the rccommemdation that they be
adopted as substitute therefore j

JCesotved. mat the resolutions reier-rin- g
to the' death of Dr. Edward

adopted by this House on the
Uth of January last, were intended as
a tribute of respect- to the memory of
an eminent statesman who had died
within the United ; States, and as an
expression of sympathy with the Ger-
man icoile for whom he had been an
honorable representee.

Jlesolced, That the House, having no
olUclal concern with the relations be
tween the executive and legislative
branches of the German government,
does not deem it requsite to its dignity
to criticise the manner of the reception

The speaker
then proceeded to picture Bismarck as
the flattering and sycophantic Instru-
ment of despotic royalty.

Fhclps said this matter, at first .of
very little consequence, had been of
great consequence and the committee
had unanimously agreed upon a report,
and It would seem there ought to be an
explanation. When on the ttth of Jan-
uary, the members were closing their
dets preparatory to adjournment, the
gentleman from Texas (Ochiltree) sea
to the clerk's desk a series of resolu-
tions, and asked unanimous consent
for their adoption.

One
was a truth which this House could ex
port. Tbo House could say it regrett-
ed the death of Lasker and send the
message anywhere. It could believe
and know his political sentiments were
for the German Epmire, but it had no
risht to Bend that opinion to a frienuly
power, weich entertained a different
opinion, and thought the political
sentiments had materially retard-
ed the progress cf the government.
Here was a dilemma, where was the
refuge? There seemed to be none. The
House could resent the tact that its
friendly sentiments had been rejected,
but it could not resent the fact that 1U

sentiments bad been rejected,KliticaJ in had no business to put them
on the same paper.

The resolutions were adopted with-
out division, though an unsuccessful
attempt was made to have the yeas and

Editor, Pesevet Netoa: tyj '1 :j. ,u- - jSir: Commenting oth the decision of
the Territorial Supreme Court, in your
issue of Thursday, you say that the
collection of 10 tax on the merchan-
dise due bills, formerly nsed by the co-

operative stores in this district, was
overolllcious and malicious. You have
said so before, and I am bound to sup-
pose, believe it, but it is not true. The
records of this office-sho- that the
issue and use of these .'papers," be-
gan in 1873-f- t; yet no notice was taken
of them till in 1878. ami Mr. Calder
said at the time that therhad been pre-
sented to me, and I had decided tnem
not liable to tax, I had; mo memory of
this, and think Mr. Colder in error,
because I should have referred such a
question to Washington, and my letter
copy book would have the record of
such reference. But if it had been
submitted to me, I should have held as
the court does. -

, 1

In May, 1878, Revenue Agent Garret
came here on an inspecting tour, and
some one calling his attention to these
"orders," he said they were taxable,
and that they bad taxed out of exist-
ence everything of the kind elscrwhcre
in the country. He telegraphed the
commissioner, and the commissioner
telegraphed me to require returns of
the amounts of these due bills issued
and paid out from all "parties in my
district who had done it. I did this as
I perform any duty, faithfully as I
could, and with no more malice
than I eat my breakfast. " The assess-
ment and collection of the . tax
was then suspended , until the law
governing the case could be
argued before the Commissioner. The
Commissioner --was left somewhat ln-don- bt;

he took the advice of the At-
torney General, . and the Attorney
General did not feel perfectly clear
about it. On the whole it was deemed
best to pursue the uniform course of
the office, and let the parties go to the
courts and have the liability of Hie
"notes" to taxation Anally decided.
So the tax was assessed and collected,
but only for fifteen months, that being
the limit of the assessing power, golo
back, in ail cases but that of piriU,
illicitly made. For the other two-thir- ds

of tiie time, if the notes are lia-
ble to the tax.the government will have
to sue to get it. No doubt it will,
should this case be decided in its fa-

internal ltevenue, Agent uavett or the
Collector, to press the matter beyond
whatomciai doty required., 1? or my-
self I should never have .been first to
move in the matter. Mr. Gavett. who
did first move, evidently did so under
the impression that the laws of the
United States prevailed in Utah, or
were designed to. the same as in the
other Territories and States. In other
words, he did here, in this case pre-
cisely what he had done everywhere
there was occasion for it, from Texas
to Maine, from South Carolina to
Michigan, and t "things" have been
taxed that were not nearly so much
like . money . ias these "notes"
meat tickets, pool checks. any-
thing, representing value that ac-

tually circulated as a medium of ex-

change. The internal revenue officers
did not need to go to the courts to
learn that "note," in the usual inean-- of

the word, is a piece of paper payable
in money. But their point was and is,that the statute defined "note" in this
case, as "used for circulation and paidout." They held that the liability to
taxation was established by the fact
of the actual circulation as a me-
dium of exchange of the pa-
per, call it note, due-'bill- , order,
what-no- t. We were prepared to
prove, as a fact, that these due bills
passed current in parts of this Terri-
tory as money for years, driving out
nearly all real money; that they were
taken for taxes, in short, were a legal
tender, so far as custom and nse could
make them so. But the district court
and on appeal, the Territorial supremecourt laraw us out on ine ifrunnel thatthe "orders" are not "notes" in the
usual meaning of the word. The point
1 wtsn to make is, was tne action in tne
case nas not been malicious in any
sense, out prompted Dy tne most or-
dinary considerations of omcicial daty.
