AN ORDINANCE

RMLATING TO ESTRAYS AND THE CITY
KETRAY PULUND,

BecTION 1.—Bg it ordained by the
City Council of Salt Lake City that:
1’a1t of Lot 3, Block 38, I’lot **A,"" Salt
Lake City survey, situate and being on
the south side of the publle grounds
known as “Washington Square,” lo
the First Muaicipal Ward, is hereb
designsated as the City Estray Pound,
for Impounding apimals rupning at
large or doiog damage within the cor-
porale limits of said ¢ity, as bereinaf-
ter provided.

Sec. 2.—It shall be the duty of the
city poundkeeper to recelve and take
care of allanimals committedj to his
charge and provide all necessary forage
Lherefer, and use due diligence to. And
the owners of sald anlmals, by exam-
Ining the record of marks brauds
and otherwise, and receive and flle all
bills of damage duly presented and
enter tae amounts in tbe pound book,
which sball be open 1o the lnspection
of the public; he shall not deliver any
animal to the owner untlll all costs and
damages are paid or satisfactorily ar-
rasged for. '

SEc. 8.—The city poundkeeper shall
register, in the pound book, all animals
dellvered to Im for eommitment,
which registration shall set forth when
received, from whom, where found
amount Of dum{: doms. kind of
animal, approximate age, color, marks,
brands, and such other description as
g:f aid the owmer to identify his ani-

, & true copy of which the Pound-
keeper shall forthwith post up en the
outside of the entrance door of sald
pound.

Skc. 4¢.—All anlmals remalning an-
claimed three days irem the time of
commitment shall be advertised for
sale by the poundkeeper not less than
three times, In some newspaper pub-
lished In I-I.Id city, baving general cir-
culation, stating the time and place of
sale, and glving a description of said
anlmals as directed in Sectlon 3 of this
ordinance, and that If not clalmed snd
taken away within ten days from the
date thereof, he will expese them at
public sale and sell them to the highest
responsible bidder.

8kG. 5.—The net proceeds of the sale
of all anlmals, made In pursuance of
Sectien 4 of this ordinapce, shall be

id Into the city treasury, subject to
he order of the owmers of sald ani-
mals, If plied for within six 10enths
from we‘&w of sale; If mot applied
for by the owners within that time
the clty treasurer shall place the
amount te the credit of city revenue.

8SkC. 0'—No caltle, horses, mules
sheep, goals or swine shall be allewe
to run at large or be herded, picketed
or staked out upon any street, side-
walk or other public place withi{n the
limits of this cliy; anS;ll such wnimals
so found may be taken up and driven
to the estray pound. vided, that
nothlog hereln shall be so comstrued
as to preveat any citizen from herd-
Ing miich cows, work cattle, horses,
mules or other anlmals on the unen-
closed public lands within the city but
:;vl,r from the setiled portions there-
of.

BEC. 7.—All damages dome by any
anlmal trespassing shall bLe forthwith
appraised by any disinterested person,
who may aske & reasonable charge for
such service, and shall set forth In
sach appralsal, in wriling, the time
und place. of damage, the amount of
damages,together with hisjcharges, the
pame of the owner of the animal, ff
krown, the pame of the person so
damaged; also the kind a descrip-
tion of the aplmal, which appralsal, 1l
