Last year at this time some of the corn
was neatly as h gh as the men who in
ome places were cu tlvatm It for the
lest time laying it by as it is called
hereThe

prospects for a airly good crop
of corn are yet good provided no early
rests come in the fall to blight toe ripen
Inc ears wheat anJ oats loak only
middling app cs peaches and blackber-
ries will soon be very plentiful beans
the staple fruits of the state at least
among the poor class of farmers

Some farmers sold their corn in the
fall fur twenty and twentyfive cents per
bushel and are now buying it back lot
filly to slxlyfive cents per bushel This
conies by livirs u year ahead of a per
sons Incomea serious mistake many-

of the people here mike
As near as I can learn very little to

bacco has been planted owing to the
very low price it has brought for the last
few years Tobacco raising and using
us ruining millions ol people bodily
mentally and financially I have seen
a few children of parents who use tc
bacco very heavily who seemed to
crave tobacco more than food and could
and would actually eat not simply
hewI the very strongest kind of plug
tobacco and thnuand of children ho-

gin using the stuff before they are eight
years old If the means which h pent
annually for drugs tobacco coffee
liquor and tea were used for the bull-
Ing and running of good schools and

reaching publishing teaching and
living the everlasting Gospel which was
mealed through the Prophet Joseph
Smith there would soon cease to be
work lor many docors lawyers saloon
mIn and a vast army ot revenue ofli
errs and sill house wacliers

During this spring my companion and
I have baptized eigut grown people and
blessed eight children Many more
have been baptized In other parts ol the
tate by the other Elders At present
there are in this conkrcnce about thirty
two Elders Phony ol the people are
beginning to think seriously of the mesage bring and before the close of
the year we expect to see many more
honest souls obey thin truth by yielding

IIlelt Salt Like City on the Oil of Oc
ob r 1896 for the Southern States-
where I had been called to to and fill
O1lssion We arrived at Chattanooga
Tcnn on the mcrring of the lath of
October 1896 Tne next day we all had
the privilege of seeing a man baptized-
Into the Church

We were appointed to our various
fields of labor I being called to what
was then called the West Virginia con
ercnci but since has been divided
omerhat and IIs now known as liar Est
Kentucky conference Elder Alexander
It Harris of Richmond Cache county
Utah was also called to this conference
at ihe same time

For five mouths I traveled with Elder
lenry Bartholomew cur work being
mostly Sunday school wotk XVe met
with success in eeryresnect XXe or
ganizd two schools m Elliott county
where we were laboring The people
were most all very well pleased with
the way our people carry on Sun-
day schools for Ihere Iis a great deal of
dinrenre in the method of our schools
and the way the people In this county
conduct theirs

There are bout twentyfive members
to E holt county most all of wh m are
ver zealous workers for the Lord
