The
ground whereon stand (he Tithing
office and the Church otUces was at
the very founding of Halt Lase City by
the Mormon settlers, set apart and
dedicated to their Chareh, Just as was
tbe ' Kronnd aowa as tue Temple
Block. It was not then a part ol the
domain of the, Um ed States, but. of
Mexico, tbe actual settlement having
been oaede before the treaty of Guid- -
aluse-niUalg- o. Tne treaty made it
part of the domain of the Unitedfa hiifc .lt wia iiit rvftudl!. nnlll
long after to obtain strictly legal titles
unaer me taau ixwa. iu grounu,
however, .was always deemed and held
to be the property of tbe Church, and
was used oy it jot strictly religiousand Church purposes. i . .

Mr. Calne reviewed the history of the
suit agaiast the Church, with which
oar readers are familiar,' and read the
decree ol the Territorial .Supreme
Court forfeiting the Church property.

He then said:

It Is worthy of note that while the
court directs the Temple block to be
surrendered to trie representatives ol
the voluntary association kJown as the
Cnurcb of Jesus Christ of Latter-da- y

Saints, ltdbnles the petition of these
same representatives to have the rest
of the reaj estate the titles' to which
were In all resoects practically similar
to that to th TemptaBiock. The title
to this other real estale, is declared
not to be in the , late corporation and
does not belong to I's successor, to
whom the Temple Block is adjudged,
and all personal property is adjudged

"The legal titles and estates ia said
real estate, and every part and parcel
thereof, ,were acquired by said late
corporation and its trustees subse-

I do not make s.ny comments on
these extraordinary proceedings and'
IheBtill more extraordinary decree of
the supreme court of Utah. An ap-

peal has been granted to the Supreme
'Court of the United States, and that
august tribunal will finally pass upon
the law involved therein. 1 simply
want to call attention ' to the undis-
puted facts and to suggest that there
are involved in the Issue joined pecuni-
ary- interests and-- legal rights of the
most transcendent importance outside
ot and beyond those ol the Mormon
Church and people.If it is possible lor the Congress of
tbe United States to legislate a relig-
ious corporation, waicti it is admitted
had a legal existence and veBted rights,
out ot existence upon the assumption
that It is opposed to public policy and
good morals, then the existence of any
religious corporation and tbe security
ot its vested rights, its real and per-
sonal property, depends upon, in -- tbe
uniteu oiavrii its uih"-o-i rncivotes it can influence and control. .

alone endangered. - If tbe Congress of
the United States can, direct the disso-
lution of one kind of a corporationit
can do likewise to another, it only re-

quires that iu objects and its purposes
hall be deemed by the majority to be

opposed to public policy and goed
morals and laws enacted after its in-

corporation, and down it goes.
Let me tell jou that fundamental

rights can not be taken from Mormon
citizens and the Mormon Chnich with-
out endangering the liberties and
rights of others. The Constitution can
sot be violated with impunity, even
temporarily, because a people hated,
and despised, uc Justly maligned ami
misrepresented, are the only Batterers.
Experience teaches that tbe only sure
guaranty which any one religious de-
nomination has lor equal rights is ab-
solute security tor all. If tor one pre-U- xt

or another the property rights ot
one sect can be invaded, inevitably a
like fate wld sooner or later overtake
tbe adherents et some other Creed.

Is there no danger 'threatening re-

ligious organizations except sectarian
jealousies and rancor 'r Is there not
some reason to tear assaults upon
caurcrvproperty from a rapidly grow-
ing class that is at war with all con-
servative Institutions? It the time ever
comes when an assault Is made upon.
the tights of property in tnis country,
at what class will it . first be aimed?
