V FIFTIETH CONGRESS.

Wasuisgtox, April 6. A message
from the President with a- - draft of a
bill for the revocation of the with-
drawal of lands of for the benefit of
certain railroads, Was presented and
referred to' the committee on n oVhc
lands.

On motion of Stewart the Senate bill
to authorize the sale to aliens of cer-
tain mineral lands, was taken from the
calendar and read.

Stewart saia tne wnoie ooay f tne
original law would be left; that the law
bad been designed to prevent a mon-
opoly of agricultural lands by foreign-
ers, and was not Intended to apply to
mines and mining. There was no rea
son why a different role in that respect
snouia oe enforced against territories
than existed in the states, where ior- -
eien capital was larselr invested in
mines.

Alter further discussion the bill was
postponed until Monday.vn motion ol Teller, the House bill
grant ng the right of way to the Den-
ver Bio .Grande Railroad Company
tnrouga the Port Crawford -- military
reservation, was taken up and passed.The 8ecate proceeded to the con-
