Among th. l.uthersna of Qirmany
and In the Bcanllnavlan countrlre, It
has hitherto generally been fallen lir
granted that the translation of the
Bcrlptures Into German by Luther was
almost the tint attempt to ptaco the
sacred records within Ih. ll nf th.
general public. And this work b often
cbsracterltei ni tho grandest ot the
great reformer. Hut It now eecin

that Ih. Idea of trinilslllig th.
Bcrlpturi'. Into Oermtu wis far from
original with Luther. Itcceully Trot
Walther has mad. researches Into the
hlaloryof Uermin Hilda verilons pre-

vious to thetlmo of Lither, nd( ac-

cording to the Ttitotoruoci IUtratur
lAttt, he In found not less than
tlghtteti oomplet. edition, of th. llible

(Jerman, and on. In Dutch,
and also thirty-on- eJltlons of

portions of th. llible. This becomes

more remarkable from tho fact that n

great many of thea are oplea of older
translations, a proof that considerable
effort muat have been ut forth by

learned men long befors the reforma-

tion lodltruaulh.Wordof Ood among
the maaaes of the people.

By whom tbaio IranaUtlons were
mado and how distributed has not yet
been dlacevercd. Only this nuali
stems to be sure, that neither tho
SValdensei and Alblgenses, who by
cruel persecutions wero scattered all
over Kuropc; nor ths ofllolal lea lers of

Ih. established churoh were Instru-

mental In bringing Ibsm forth.
Thb dbcovrry In th. th.ologlctl

field Is of great interest to alu lenb ot
eiclulaillcal blitory, aud If full

light aball b. thrown upon th. subject
by further researches, aom. Important
facb may yet bo dbcovered, which
hitherto have escaped the historians.

It muit Iw confound that lb. data io
far obtained does not detract from the
merits of Luther In the least. I lis not
likely that h. knew of the exbteuc. of

thea. translations. It Is well knowu
that he had never seen a llible till ho
found a copy of tho Latin Vulgate
chained to tho sbelv.s In tbe library of

a monastery. Tho circulation of

book, at that time, when llible
was worth tbne time, tho prke
of a fat ox, could not bo ex-

tensive. Luther' position among
Unman llible translators must alwaja
remain somewhat similar to that of

Columbus amoug the discoverer! of

America. Tiirou;h him the llible
became tbo property ot th. manes of

the people. The excellencies of his
translation!, loo, are undisputed The
knowledge of th. nrlgluil languagie
In bb Urn. wai merely rudlmeutary.
lllbllcal urchiudogy waa alntist un-

known, and ethsr source, of Inform.-tlo- u

were equally bairen. Hut lu spit,
of nil thb the great r.forniur seemed to
know Intu tlvjly the correct mean
Ing of mauy dispute puaage, anl
recent discoveries have proved the
soundness of tits Judituent In select

Ing German substitutes for tho
original words and phrasei. This
fsct becomes most clear to trios,
who attempt to Improv. on the trans-

lation, as numerous trautlators
Mlchaells among tho real have Leon

forrel t admit.
Notwithstanding thb, there are

errors In lib version. Sjinetltnei he
did not o)mrehenJ the Idioms of, th.
original and renderej them literally,
thereby unwittingly giving to tbe
sentence another somo than lutended
by th. author. Bometlmsi the trans-

lation Is wioug, Hometlmos ho evi-

dently Irans'ats. with a view of

procuring evidmce for hta own
doctrines against the llomaa church.
He ws. hut human after all, and
who cannot forgive a wiakncu so

natural to human nature? In aplte of

all tbb, th. work completed by Luther
while be wai ostensibly a captive on
Wartburg Is a minumeut to the

llible translators, as well ru to

the most successful riforruer that aver
lifted lib voles against papal heresy en
the continent of I'urope.
