; These statements are so unfound
ed, so urj us titrable, and so abso
lutely false, that 1 owe it to my
constituents who have elected me
to be their delegate in the Con
gress of the United BtateB, and
to . all my in
these valley! and .mountains,
and to honest men; everywhere, as
well as to myseir, to give this pub-
lic denial of them in this way.
Under ordinary circumstances I
would be inclined to await the
slow process of investigation Jn the
courts, and to leave my , motives
and my acts to be vindicated by
the evidence which would be
brought out in such Investigation.But this whole proceeding Is so ex-
traordinary, ana there is such an
evident determination, to anticipate
tne trial or the case, to have It pre
judged, and by the circulation of
such statements as this decision
contains, to create a public opinion
against us.that I feel it to be a duty
to speak out at this time.

I do no thine it necessary or
proper at present to reply to the
general charges which appear in
this decision.

Can
auy one . who knew him suppose
for a moment that he did net have
entire confidence j in the men
whom he chose as his Executors.
or that be would not have infinitely
preferred ineir decision upon any
point to that of Judge Boreman, or
the lawyers for the plaintiffs in this

It is well known that tbe Church
property and his own private pro
perty were for years before his death
luiiuiately loterwoven.

We
Settled no claim that we thought was
barred by tbe statute or limitations,
and where there were doubts upon
any we invariably referred it to the
Probate court ana ooiainea its as- -
cision upon, and, before paying It,
its approval or tne damn iverydolur that we are accused in this
decision of settling improperly, a
jury of honest men would have said
was equiiaDiy aue ana snouia De

paid. Every claim was Carefully 1

examined ana aeciaea upon oy its
merits, and so far as my observa-
tion extended, everything was
done that could be to protect aad
preserve the property for , the
widows ana tne ntirs, ana at tne
same time to pay all honest claims
and demands against the estate. .

As to tbe Church claim, l never
performtd an act in my life with

hlch l ieit better satisnea auer
its completioa than I did with the
settlement of that account, I felt
thee, and still feel, that the settle-
ment was in every respect a most
advantageous one to the estate. All
who knew the circumstances and
who were friends of tbe family
of our late President aud oi
the Church,, felt relieved wheu
that settlement was effected. More
congratulations have been tendered
to me, by parties outside of this
Territory who knew the condition
of President Young's affairs and
the affairs of the Church, for tbe
payment of this Claim and the Ob-

taining of a receipt in full from the
Church, than for any other transac-
tion connected with the settlement
of tbe'estate. In fact, that the es-
tate has been settled at all as far as
it baa, is a subject of wonder t very
many.
