It was
be who wat given charge of the matter
ol locating the bullet by electricity, and
during a visit which I made to bis
laboratory he showed me the instrument
which waa used for thia purpose. It
waa a piece of mahogany board of
about the sue and shape ol a tlatiron.

I made a number ol them,
hut no one teemed to want them, and
hey rem uned here until the death of
lt, Fiank Hamilton. lr. Hamilton
considered the invention very valuable,
but be died bclore he could take it up.
At lit death his chiel assistant told me
he iwould like to lest the luslrumeiit.
He was connected witn one ol the large
New Yoik hospitals, 1 went to New

York to see him, and told him of our
trouble with Gsrfteld, and warned him
that the patient mut be removed from
all metal. ic substances while the experi-
ment u being made.

"Soon alter this," continued Professor
Hell, "an old soldier was brought into
the hospital. He had a very sore leg
and there seemed to be no apparent
reason for it The man had been shot
in the leg during the t ivil war.

I he man wag evidently made of lead,
and the electric b hi sounded out
w he never the machine was brought near
him. I hey examined the brd and found
the mattress had been fastened to the
bclatead with tacks. Tney look the
soldier to a loumte and held his leg out
Irom it so that it might be free Irotu any
mrul in the lounge, hull the balance
buiicd. At last the doctor noted that
he had a gold ring on the hand that held

the butring stopped. The instrument
was then run ip and down the man's
leg. and w hen it came to a certain point
it hufed. I he man wat now put under
the mlluence ol ether and the tleh of
his w.ts laid open to the bone. Still
there was no bullet. The doctors then
tut away a piece ol the bone, and lo!
there under the bone they lound a bullet.
It tud gone In between the bone of the
leg and the bone had grown over it so as
to corrnlciely cover it. It was taken
out and the man got well.

"iiie story of this experiment was
sent tome,'1 continued IWetsor Hell.
"1 was much pleased and I asked th.it I
be allowed to have the bullet. Shortly
alter this Mrs. Hell was passing through
New York. She stopped over high at
one ol the hotels, and while there she
received a little pasteboard jewel box
marked "I illany.' She thought it was
it present and opened it, and therein
the center lay the bullet."

He is,
you know, one of the brightest ot our
public men. He has had a wide ex-

perience, and he was tor years a do
tnend ot James A. Garfield. 'I tie two

erved in Congress together, and
was one of the Ohio delegates to

the n.ttional convention at which Gar-
held was nominated. During the con
venation I asked him what he though!
of Garfield's character. He replied:

"General Garheld was one of the
mnst peculiar of our public men. He
was great In many things and weak in
others. He had a gret head and a
great soul, hul he had no nmrebacktmne
than a fishworm. He could no sav no
and he could not hold auger. I verily
believe that a man might have sat m
Garfield's lace without incurring his last-

ing enmity. Gartieid would have
promptly knocked him down, bui befote
the leilow reached the ground he would
have begun to pity hint, and would have
gone and raised him up, and lu'd him
