SALT 1. 1KB VjJTV COURT.

At the Kssion of the county court
litM yesterday a resolution was
iiaed granting the Ilapid Transit
company a franchise to operate an
electric street railway cn the state
road, commencing St the southern
limits of the Cily and extending
south tft tlie smelters at Murray.
TTO abd three quarter miles of the
road must be built within nine
months, and the whole of the length
within two years from date, "the
line of the road is fixed so that the
rail nearest the center of the street
shall be not less than tTrcnty feet
from the center of the jire-e- road
or turnpike; bnt there is a provL-- to
the effect ttat If, at anv time in the
future Uiproad should' be made fifty
fett In width, then the company
shall have the privilege of moving
its line to the center of the street.
Tne franchise is granted for the term
of twenty years from date of the
passage or acceptance of the resolu
tion. Tliere are the usual provisions
exempting the county Jrom all

of any accident or dam-
age that mny bo caered In the opera-
tion oT constrcetion of such railway.

The court ako passed a resolution
granting to C. E. Wantiand, W. H.
II. Irvine, J.T.McXary, Harvey
Hardy, George Crismon and H. H.
McCartney a franchise to construct
and operate by horse, electric or cable
motive lower, a single track railway
on Eighth East street from tlie lim-
its of Salt Lake city southerly to
the county road, lying on the south
side of block 11, plat A.
otherwise known as Windsor street.
Also on thecounty roadlyingontbe
south side of block 16. plat
A, easterly from Eleventh East
street to the Utah penitentiary.
Tho siieed of the cars is restricted to
twelve miles per hour, and the rail
nearest the centre of the street must
be at least ten feet from the centre
thereof, unless otherwise directed by
the county court. The franchise
was granted for twentyyears. There
is a provision exempting tlie county
from all damage that may be caused
by the reason of the operation uftaid
road.

Fatal Accident.
On Friday night, July Jth, about

his son weru coming from the field
with two load" of hiy, and were
near the town, the by' team ran
away, iaoing the fither'.-- and
going south. On arriving home,
and finding the boy did not come,
Christenscn took one of. the horses
and went to look for tlie lad. He
found the team had lieen slopped by
a post near tho City Marshal's resi-

dence and several persons gathered
around it. He said "tliere should
lie a boy on tlie load." On climbing
up they found the boy was missing
and going down the lield ro?d they
found him lying dead. Tlie father
thought that some loose horses in the
lane had scared thcteam, butone of
the persons who found the boy went
ou Saturday morning to examine
the place and ascertain if possible
tlie true cause of the accident. He
found a brake block in the road, and
says the wheel struck tbisaud threw
the boy off. The supposition is that
lie was asleep. Tho deceased Is
Henry Christensen, aged IS years.
The boy had been enjoying the
sports of the Foutb, anil in the
evening went to the farm to bring a
load of hay home. Death was in-
stantaneous from tlie appearance of
the body. It is certain thai tlie
neck was broken, as all around it
and down the spinal column the
flesh was very much discolored.
Precinct Justice Shaw, having been
called, examined the body and hav-
ing made full inquires, rlecided
tliere was no need for an lnquestand
that the boy came to his death by
an accident. Mucli symjathy is
felt for the family. The tny bore an
excellent character and a large
number attended the funeral on
Sunday.

Houses la Buenos Ajrcs.

They build houses in
Buenos Ayres and Montevid'jo with-
out thinking of it, and while tuing
all the wood they can afford to; and
they use neither iron nor the arch.
Trees are scarce in the neighbor-
hood, and timber has to bo brought
don n from the upper waters in hard
woods. Jleing dear, a little of it is
made to go as far as possible. The
floors and roofs arc supported by
joists of hard word, as among us;
across these are laid flat rails of the
same, and the spaces between these
are bridged over by thin bricks thir-
teen inches and a half long, with
their ends resting on the rails; an-
other layer or bricks is then laid
with lime, aud generally on this a
layer or flat tiles. Tiie doors and
windows have no boxes, but simply
frames, which are set up when the
walls are going up, aud built In.
