One of the best known residents of
the Central American capital for
years nad been a ritired Sianish
tauker name! Carlos Santitunza.
He was a man of considerable
wealth and had so many eccentric
traits that bo grew to b- - of thu rec-

ognized characters ot tho place.
One of the most striking of his
liculioritles was a mauia for al-

ways earring a large amount of
money and valuable Jewelry on his
lenon. No matter where he went,

his pockets were always stuffed
with a fortune.

On November 12th the Spaniard
suddenly disappeared. lie had
been murdered fur his money, as
had been so often prophesied, aud iu
a most shocking manner. The
first inklingof the truth came on
tho morning of tho 10.li, when a
Cuban living on tho outskirts of
Guatemala offered to sell a very
handsome topaz ring to a man,
Gardens, who had been an intimate
friend of Santibanza. The frieud
recognized the ring at once as

one of the most valuable
articles in the Spanish batikei's eol
