Sir John LubbockMP delivered last
week a lecture on Ants to tile mem-
bers of the Royal nrlllah Nurs s nsso-
clntlon ut the rooms of tile Zoological
society Hanover square W The lec
ture was the first nt a seiles to be
given on various subjects to the nurses
luring lite norsslon vir Dyee DuI
ivtilth a vice president or tile colmlel
ation prcnded nnd them was a largo
audlence Sir John Lubbock com-
menced by describing his method or
observation and s2itt that lie Id h01
able to make the ants under Investi-
gation so Comfortable that they lived
ns nearly ns possible under natural
conditions Their life was much
longer than had been supposed Ho
hall kept many for Several seals two
Queens had reached the age of fifteen

necles kept Slaves nnd one kind
brim lot the Instinct or IodiM-
nnd would starve If left to them-
selves even If food were Iprovided
Ho had fourd however that
they would live for weeks If
they hall n slave for an hour n day to-

feea full clean them Several Species
kept aphid iloch they milked like
cows and he hud found that In the
autumn they collected the eggs of the
nphldes anti kept them all through tile
winter although they were ot no use
and the young aphides hatched from
