through the country was boomed and a
treat many people Irom all parts ol the
Union came here many did well and
others lost all they had At the preterit
time thousands acresare planted every
year In rice Ole aero vvil produce

from fifteent to twenty two sacks each
sack holding abctit twobundred punds

Picividence failed to smile on
tile rice growers and manycthent madt
a failure only those who had pumps
raised rice and they received an enor-
mous price lor it One comnaii of
brotl ers were offered 75oou fjr the r
rice in the field and by the way they
received their Ideas of irrlja Ion Ito u
two Mormon Elders who stayed with
them one winter while preaching in
