- DESERTS DR, COOK

One of His Staunchest Supporters
_+ Says He Was Deceived
By the Explerer.

RECITES HIS EXPERIENCES.

Has Become Convineed That His Contl-
. @eoze | Him Was Sadly
B Misplaced.

New York, Dec. 26—Charles Wake
of this city, arctic explorer, member of
the Explorers’ club and heretofore onc

. ©of the staunchest supporters of Dr.
Frederick A. Cook, deserted the Cook
standard tonight. Although loyal for
eeveral days after the adverse deci-
slon of the Unlversity of Copenhagen,
Wake now says that he was deccived
by the explorer. He adds that he does
not know where Dr. Cook is, except
that he Is in Europe, although he is
aware of Mra. (ook's wherenbouts,
which he declined to reveal,

“laok has had ample time to ex-
press himself since the records were
examined,” sald Mr. Wake, “but he
has not done g0,

“Sp long as I live I shall never for-
get the degree of nonchalance with
which he waved his hand toward the
benutlfully engraved degree and the
handsome gold medal that had been
conferred upon him by the University
of Copenhagen, and said: ‘There is the
best evidence.’

“T do not know who ia caring for his
children In a New York boarding

- school but I presume relatives are do-

fng It. How much money he bad'
made upon his trip and what settle-
ment he has made of this 1 do not
know."

Mr, Wake says he does not wish his
statements to he taken as an attack
upon Cook. but he feels Impelled to
let the facts speak for themselves. He
then recites his experiences with the
explorer, among them the following:

WAKE'S EXPERIENCES

“It was finally arranged that Mr.
Tionsdale, Dr. Cook's secretary, should
sall for Copenhagen on the steamship
United States of the United States-
fcandinavian line, with a copy of the
typewritten documents, and that the
doctor and his wife, carrying the orig-
fnals, should sall for Genoa under as-
sumed names on the Celtle, leaving
on Nov. 27. ILonsdale and his com-
panion were then to take the originals
to Copenhagen, and Dr. Cook was to
rémain within easy distance of a call
from the university

"It was understood the doctor and
Lonsdale should come to my office on
the afterncon of Nov., 24 to arrange
some detalls of Lonsdale's departure.
To allay’ the anxiety of the doctor and
his wife. I had arranged with a detec-
tive agency to have him constantly
shadowed and the detectlve was at my
office to pick him up.

“Cook did not appear, but Lonsdale
eventually connected with me on the
telephone away from my office, and at
9 o'clock he met me and told me the
story of Dr. Cook’s disappearance. He
sald they came down from Bronxville
at 2:30 that afternoon, intending to go
to my office.  On thelr arrival they
found the usual array of detectives
walting to shadow them. They hurried
through the crowd and saw a south-
bound Madison avenue car just getting
under way. On seeing the car the doc-
tor suddenly exclaimed: ‘Here Is a
chance to get nway from them, and I
am golng to take It. Come along.’

.They then meade their way to the
Penneylvanla depot by a circutous
route, and Dr. Cook took a train for
Philadelphia. On the way to Jersey
Clity ‘he had his moustache shaved off
and exchanged his derby for a soft felt
hat. Hia parting words to Lonsdale
were: ‘Now I shall be able to get some
sleep. Tell Mr. Wake I will write him,
using the name of Harper, but tell hiin
1 truet him to Keep this secret along
with the rest.’

DISLIKED LETTER'S TONE.

*1 did not like the tone-of the letter,
and sald so, but Mrs. Cook begged me
not to be hasty, and I promised 1o
stand by her. 1 returned to her the
orlginal records which had been glven
me for safe-Keeping, with the sugges-
tion that they be Immediately sent to
Lonsdale. Mrs. Cook then sailed for
Europe. I supposed that she had pre-
viously malled the records, but I dis-
covered that she had changed her mind
and had taken them with her.

“After she had salled I recelved nn
inquiry from Cook, who' was then In
Europe, for his wife's whereabouts,
which I communicated to him. The
nature of this inquiry led me to ha-
lleve he was anxlous to meet her and
get his orlginals and hurry themn to
Copenhagen, and thls strengthensd my
waning confldence and prompted me to
glve public expression to it. I have not
heard from him since, directly or In-
directly, and I have no idea where he
I8 now.

“T confidently expected that he would
meet Mrs. Cook when she landed In
Europe and rush the records to Copen-
hagen, which he had ample time to do,
before the verdict was announced.
Through his faflure to do this and his
further fallure to come. out from his
secluslon and defend himself since the
announcement of the verdicet, which he
undoubtedly has read In the newapa-
pers, wherever he ls, T have become
convinced that my confidence in him
was sadly misplaced.”

POSTAL DEFICIT
AMOUNTS TO $17,479,770

Washington, = Dec. 26.—Confronted
with a deficit of $17,479,770, the present
administration of the postoffice depart-
ment began its operatlons. This was
the largest deficit in the history of the
postal service. So long as the deticlt
in the department aggregated only a
few millions of dollars annually, Httle
attention was pald to it; but when,
in the last few vears, it leaped to up-
ward of $10,000,000, and finally, in 1909,
excecded $17,000.000, “ordinary business
prudence suggested that the causes be
definitely located."

These are statements in the annual
report of Postmaster-Gen. Frank H.
Hitcheock, wmade public today. Con-
cerning the results of inquiries into
the deficit, the postmaster-gencral
SAys:

“Recent investigations have shown
that the two greut sources of loss to
the postal revenues arc sccond-class
mail matter and rural delivery

“The loss on second-class mail mat-
ler has been increasing for many yesrs,
untll it now amounts to 364,000,000

“The loss from rural delivery, a ser-
vice begun hardly a dozen years ugo
and of unprecedented growth, reaches
as high as $28,000,000,

“In these two Items alone the postal
service mow suffers an annual loss of
more than the entlre natlonal deflclt
of the last fiscal year'

LIFE PRISONER PRODUCES
NEW VARIETY OF LEMON

St. Paul, Dec. 26.—A Christmas din-
ner given by Warden Wolfer at the
Minnesota state prison in Stillwater,
has started a pardon on foot for “Sin-
bad the Sallor,” a life prisoner, on the
basis of his “service to the state of
Minnesota and general sclentific knowl-
edge.” A parly of the warden's guests,
among whom was o member of the
state pardon board, commented on an
Immense fruit, resembling o lemon in
generul characteristics, but welghing
three pounds and measuring 183 inches
in clrcumference, restihg on a dining-
room sideboard.

Excited by the warden's story. the
guests pressed Mr. Wolfer to bring
forswvard the frult's creator. The pris-
oner explained to the guests the result
of hls work.

“The frult before you is a lemon.”
he sald, “which may be grown in Min-
nesota or any other portlon of the
world where like conditions prevadl,
It is a graft of the tropical lemon and

the pompom, or grapefruit, The grape-
frult qualities have been gradually
changed. This Minnesota lemon Is

fitted for all the uses of the tropleal
fruit. It can be made into pies and
lemonade, some of each of which will
be served here today.

“l got the first cuttings for my In-
tended experiments some years ago
from Columbus, 0. The fruit you see
here came of a year's work, develop-
Ing slze and quallty. The trees bloom
twice a year, early In the summer ana
late In the fall. All the fruit on my
trees of ll:lla varlety grows almost as
large as this and are of equall d
Oavor and firmness."”

MAY ENAGT FEDERAL
INCORPORATION LAW

President and Cor:gresional Lead-
ers Are Giving the Matter
Serious Consideration.

SUPREME COURT'S DECISION,

If it Affirms Circult Court in Standard
Oil Case Feared it May
Affect Business.

Washington, Dec. 26.—Serious consid-
eration, It was announced today, is be-
ing glven by President Taft and lead-
¢rs In Congress to the question of at-
tempting to enact a federal incorpora-
tion aict In advance of a final decigion
in the Standard Ofl diseolution case.
There appears to be an important 1=
ference of opinion betwoen Mr. Taft
and his advigers, who want him to
withhold the message which he has an-
nounced he will gend to Congress

TAFT FEARS T"OR BUSINESS,

Tt i understood Mr. Taft fears busi.
ness generally will suffer If the su-
preme court affirms the finding of the
elrcuit court In the dissolution case,
and that he strongly favors what might
b= termed “vacelnation” of the body
corporita by the adoption of legislative
remedy before Lhe evil appears

On the other hand, congressional lead-
ers fear such a course would supply Ihn-
munity to opponents by giving them
an excuse to charge the force of the
Taft regime 18 being used toward ere-
ating o shelter for monapolics.

If the president should submit his
recommendations soon after Congress
reconvenes, and should follow what .8
safd to be his present inclination, he
would ask for the passage of a lederal
corporation low without delay, on the
ground that honest business s menaced
under the interpretation of the Sherman
anti-trust act given by the circiut court
decislon in the Standard Ol case.

While the president's view Is shared
by congressional leaders, they recog-
nize that there will be serious opposi-
tion to any legislation apparently cal-
culated to narrow the scope of the
Sherman law. They believe this oppo-
sition Is so strong that there would be
a protracted contest over such a meas-
ure, and that it would be the part of
wisdom, therefore, to await the decislon
of the supreme court.

Mr.Taoft, it is said, has reviewed per~
=onally the evidence In the Standard Ofl
case, with the result that he believex
the decislon correctly Interprets the
Jaw. Il 20, he presumably expects the
decree wlll be sustained by the su-
preme court. The understanding of
those with whom Mr. Taft has dls-
cussed the case is that he could recom-
mend the enactment of a federal Incor-
poratlon tax without becoming amena-
ble to a charge that he was secking
to prejudlce the supreme court

BAD TIME FOR MESSAGE.

That the present is an unpropitious
time to send such a message to Con-
gress and that no matter how caus
tious the president might be in the
wording of his recommendation, politl-
cal issue will certainly be made of It, ia
the opinion of Republican leaders.
These do not agree that the suprema
court will sustain the decision without
mitigating the forece of that interpreta-
tion of the Sherman law.

They polnt to the fact that the su-
preme court sustained the fight of
Congress to enact the legislation con-
tained in the commaodities clause of the
Hepburn law, but that it did so in a
manner such as to make it virtually
non-effective.

It Is suggested as= not impossible that
a decislon "with the edge dulled” In
like manner might be handed down in
the Standard Oll case.

Past declsions of the supreme court
in cases brought under the Sherman
antitrust law have, In the main, con-
firmed the constitutionality of the law
and have given to It the broadest In-
terpretation. Neverthelesg, In view of
the far reaching, effect of the rocent de-
cision In the Standard Ofl case upon
corporations generally, both good and
bad, Congress may well be asked by
tha president to modify the force of the
acl.

The record in the Standard case prob-
ably will reach the sunreme court by
Jan. 3, and that counsel for the gov-
ermment and the company will concur
in a request for advancement for it
may be argued carly In March. This
would give time to the attorneys to
prepare for the adjournment In May

If dispateh is shown in getting final
adjudication, it Is probable there still
would be opportunity for Congress to
consider remedial legislation In  the
present sesslon

Mr. Remington's father, Col. Samuel
P. Remington, was a dlstinguished sol-
dier in the Clvil war, and at one time
an ~ditor In Ogdensburg, N. Y. Fred-
erivk recelyved his education at the Ver-
mont institution, Burlington, Vt., from
which he entereq Yale. The brief busi-
nesq career which he abandoned proved
unattiractive, In view of hls greater de-
sire to become an artist.

From childhood he had been at heart
an artist, and the latent talent was
awakened by the virlle western sub-
fects which he encountered after going
west. Heturning to New York with de-
nleted finances, he gained fame by his

strong sketches of cowboy life, In-
dinns, miners, Mexicans and frontler
soldlers. He created a new school, and

perhaps has done more than any other
man to perpetuate the wild lfe Inei-
dent to the conquering of the west
His subjects ranged from types on the
Canadian frontier to the Apache of the
southwestern deserts. His drawings of
western horses are almost without
equal.

Physically he was of powerful bulld
and was in rugged health most of the
time,

REMOVING SNOW COSTS
CHICAGO NEAT FORTUNE

Rr_-muvlng snow from Chlcago pave-
ments at $200,000 per inch of snow s
winter's burden on the street depart-
ment, for the superintendent of which
17 cities have sent applicants to tha
clvil service contest In which there are
71 contestants, The annual cost of re=-
moving the sgnow from the streets In
the First ward, which includes the
loop " district, is about $530,000. For
suveral vears this work has been done
by the Citizen's Assoclation, but It is
understood that after this year the
work will be turned back to the street
department. Every snowfall costs
about §$5,000 an inch to remove from
the “loop,” the eost belng rather high
because of the necessity for speed.
When Chlcago has a two-inch snow-
fall, as it had last week, it usually
requires less than 48 hours to free the
strects In the business district of the
“beautiful.” This compares very fa-
verably with the work In this line
done In Parls, where they still use the
old method of sprinkling the snow
with salt and trying to melt It, When
this works It causes so much suffering
among the horses, thelr feot becom-
Ing frozen through constant standing
and working in the cold slush, that
the French people are beginning to
protest against It. The Chicago method
ls to sweep the snow into plles, and
then eart it off and dump it into the
river or lake, The new street superin-

tendent will probably follow the same
course, as [t has been found to be
the best, and just as economical as

any other, and rar quicker. The new
street superintendent will draw a
salary of $5,000 a year and have the
expenditure of $3,000,000 of public
moneys annually. As a result of ef-
forts of the City club, which insisted
