The Pay of Some Editors.

Of the editors, Mr. Stone of the
Journal of Commerce 18 paid $20,000.
He is the president of the Associated’
Press, immensely wealthy, lives in
Brooklyn, and has a mania for choice
flowers and plants; his collection 1s
worth $250,00. Charles A. Dana, edi«
tor of the Nun, I1s pald #15,000 selary,
butbe is also a large stockholder in
the paper, and hls income from
this source s quite §100,000. Be-
fore the paper began to decline the sum
was nearly $200,000. Whitelaw Reid,
chief owner of the Tribune pays him-
self 12,000 yearly. Ile has been very
fortunate in speculation and is said to
he worth over $1,000,000. His wife, a
danghter of D, O. Mills, hasa fortune
of balf that sum in her own name. Dr.
Ge e Il, Hepworth, who was at one
time A great pulpit orator, now chief
of the Iferald staff, is paid %12 000
yearlv by James Gordon Bennett, Ju-
lhus Chambers, managiog editor of the
eame paper, receives #10,000. (Charles
R. Miiler, the real editor of the New
York Times, gets $10,000 8 year. He has
several assistants in editorial writ-
ing whe get [from $4,000 to §7,000,
John C. Reid, the managing edi-
tor of the paper, gets 33,000 and
Harold Frederic, the London cerres-
dent, 5000, Col. John A. Cockrill,
managing editor of the World, gets
$16,000 yearly, He also gets a small
share of the profits of the paper, mak-
ing in all $20,000 yearly, George W,
Turner, publisher of the same paper,;
makes $20,000 yearly. Geo. Willlam
(‘urtis is paid $10,000 vearly for editing
Harper's Weekly. He does not do
much work, and for days at a time
does not 20 near the office. -He lives
in delightful ease in a great, bLig,
roomy bouse on Staten Island. Novel-
ist Howell i8 paid 310,000 for his work
on Harper's Magazine, and Chirles
Dudley h’arner just haif the sum for
his humerous work on the same
monthly. Richard Watson Gilder gets
$12,000 for editing the Century Maga-
zine.

Introduction of Cottun Iinto the
United States,

Spain was the first of the European
States to crow cotton. It was intro-
duced there by the Moaors in the tenth
centurv. The first cotton was planted
in the United States in 1621. **Carroll’s
Historical CCollections of South Caro-
lina’’ mention the growth of the cot-
ton plant 1n that province in 1668, In
1736 it was planted In gardens in Talbot
County, Maryland, latitude 39 north.
At the commencement of the revolu-
tionary war, Gen. Delagall was said to
have had thirty scres planted in cotton
near Savannah, Georgia. It 18 stated
that 1n 1748, among the exports of
Charleston, 5. (., were seven bags of
cotton wool, valued at three pounds 11
shillings and filve pence a bag. Another
small shipment was made in 1744, and
fn 1770 three more, amounting to ten
hales, In 1784, elght bales shipped to
England were seized on the ground
that so much eotton could not be pro-
duced in the United States. The first
Sea Island cotton was grown on the
coast of Georgia in 1788, and its expor-
tation commenced in 1788, by Alexander
Bllss, of St. Simors Island. In 1701
the cotton crop ef the United Sta'es
was two million pounds, of which
three-fourths was grown {n South
Carolina and one-fourth in Georpa.
Ten years later, 1801, forty-eight mil-
lion pounds were vreduced—twenty
million pounds of which was exported.

The United States bave long since
excelled all other countries in the
Tlantity an¢ quality of the cotton pro-

uced. India ranks next in import-
ance In its supply of cotton to the
Unlted States, but its fibre is far in-
ferior to the American. The other
cotton producing countries worthy of
mention are the East Indies. Egypt,
Brazil, the West Indies and Gulpea.—
American dgriculturist,

Selecting a Cow.

A model useful dairy cow may be
known at a glance by an expert. She
hasa fine, long head, hroad between
the eyes, and a thio, wide muzzle; the
eyes are large, and of a mild expres-
sion; the neck is thin and long; the
ears are thin and covered within with
& deep yellow skin; the forequarters
are hight and thin and the whole body
has much the shape of a we(‘iﬁe, in-
creasing in size to the rear; the legs
are thin, with fine bone; the belly Is
large and deep, with great capacity for
food; the back.is broad and straight
and the ribs are well rounded toward
the rear; the bones of the rump
wide apart; the tall is long and thin;
the thighs are thin and are set widely
apart; the udder is larze and full, es-
pecially behind; the teats are of goed
size, and set far apart upon a broad
level udder, and the mllk-vein, so-
called, which is the large vein leading
from the udder and passing into the
abdomen, and whizh {s an indication
of the amount of blood circulating
through the milk glands, and ccntrib-
uting to the milk secretion, should be
full and tortuous in its short course.
A fine horn, n deep yellow skin, and a
Eune;'nl elegance of form, without any

eaviness or beeflness in any part, are
also important indications of gzood
quality in & cow for the dairy.—Ameri-
can Agriculturalist. '
