REGULATING ELECTIONS

AND PROVIDING FOR THE
REGISTRATION OF VOr- -'

ERS.

Bee. 1. He it ordained, bu ' the
City Council of Salt JJake City,Ttiat toe municipal election of eaid
city fihall be held on the second
Monday of February, 1880, and bi--
enn&lly thereafter, for the election
of the following officers for eald
city, tIi.: One Mayor, five Aider.
men, nine (Joaacilors, one 1tec ord
er, oos 1 reaaarer. one Mmrahal and
one Assessor and Uol lector, who
shall hold their offices for two years
ana until meir successors are elect
ed and qualified to cflice.

tSeo. 2 No person shall be elect-
ed or appointed to any oftlce of said
city unless no is a citizen or tne
United States, and has been a con-
stant resident of said city for one
year next preceding such election
or appointment. Neither fihall any

parts thereof, within the corporate
limits of Salt Lake City.
