THE SBPRING STRIKES.

TH1s is the season of sirikes, and
several of those costly and uopsatis-
factory movemegpts have aleady
bien insugurated fo this country
The brick layera’ slrike in Chicsgo
llustrates the folly of most of those
supposed ecombinations of Iabor
sgainst caplial, but which really
turn out to be chiefly injurious to
working people. They ifruck on
the 1st of April for an advance of
fifty cents a day and have leat by
lying idle $250,000 in wages. Tre
shortpess of the season will render
this a serious .82 even if they as-
complish theirobjscts [t 1s better
to wourk for $3.50 a day during the
whole summer than for §1 a day
du.ing half theseason. I§ Is very
rare that a strike is wize or esen jus-
tifiable. There are ways by which a
proper understanding between em -
ployers and the employed can be
arnved atyand the wages ¢ommonly
paid to ali classes of mechanies in
th!s country are, with few excep-
tions,as much a8 employers are safe
i paylng, wilh a due regard to busi-
ness principles and their own just
refurns. The leaders In most of the
sirikes that break out with the buds
in spring are not Lo be regarded with
much favor either by the capitalist
or the laborer,
