blow may fall. Mrs. Charles Brown
was buried on Saturday p m., and it
was almost impossible to get men
enough of any age for bearers. The
trouble, excitement ana . anxietybroueht oh a heart trouble from which
she has suffered before.and Mr. Brown
was carried home from the funeral in
a senseless condition, but at last ac
counts was better. Mr. Gilbert Rhodes,
a man upwards ot oo years, took a gun
and traveled around and watched their
buildings while his son ueorge went to
assist at the funeral. Truly, this is a
time that tries men's souls.

Many men from adjoining towns
were in town yesterday, and all was
excitement. In every house goods are
packed and men are en guard.

Tbe same paper has the following :"

. "I was called to Harmony last Satur-
day, to attend the funeral of my
brother's wife, Mr'. Cbaa. Brown.
Arrived at the place at noon and
learned that they were having a very
exciting time with regard to Ares. That
:u ring the week Ave sets of buildings

had been Arcd in a mysterious way,
One bad been burned that morning.
While sneaking of these things the crv
of tire reached us. Thinking it to be
near we took our horses ana rushed In
that direction, but soon learned that
it was some miles away, being the
homes of John Dore and Gardner
Smith, both of which were consumed.
We turned about, but belore we could
retrace the short distance we had come
the cry of Are. again reached us, and
the. home of Charles Laughton was in
flames. Again we rushed on to render
what assistance we , could. Bat
po power could ?tay the element until

11 his buildings were laid ia ashes. At
the home of my afflicted brother greatexcitement prevailed. ' It seemed to
the afflicted ones that they could bear
no more, but-soo- one of the family,Elmer Brown, returned from the fire
With a deep and painful wooed in his
leg, cnt by his knitas he hastily nt a
bed-cor- sticking the knife te the
bone. Alter the wound had been cared
for and he sent to his Own home we re
paired to the Church where a few veiy
impressive remarks were made by liev.
Elder Turner. With hearts weigheddown with ' grief and excitement we
consigned the dead to her last- - resting
place Sunday morning. Before we left
the place the dreaded cry of fire againreached as and again we rushed to the
scene to see the barn of Eoen Mutter
laid in , tbe house being
saved . through - the great- - exertions
of the crowd that gathered. -- This
made nine- - acts of buildings fired in
seven clays and only two houses saved.
The Are invariably catches.in the barn
(and the farther' end of the barn at
that) and the flames spread so rapidly
that no power can ' save the buildings.
The houses are' mostly cleared of their
goods. Kvery one stands in fear that

will be the" next to ro. It
is a sad sight tonter their houses and
see their goods all packed and ready
for a hasty removal and witness their
anxiety as they look upon tbeir houses,
the hard earnings of years of toil, and
exopt every hour that the riext will
see th3oa swept from them. They dare
not rest by day or by night, yet enow,
that their most vigilant care Can avail
bat little. The greatest excitement
prevails throughout tbe town, while
those from surrounding towns pour in
by the core to help and sympathize
with them. We can but hope the
cause will soon be discovered and Jus-
tice be meeted out with unsparinghands. I hope that Ike will pardon if
I have trespassed upon hia limits.

tA EK1GN OF TERROR IN
HAKMOSV.

KINK FIKK9 1M BKVKM IAY8.

The following article is the clipping
referred to by our correspondent
"Enoch." wrltiBg from the State oi
Maine, Oct. 2d. It la from the Pitu- -
fleld. Me., Advertiser, of Sept. 90th.

About 5 o'clock Monday afternoon.
the 20th, the barn of lia liurd was
found be on fire, and the wind blowing
hard at the time from the northwest
carried the flames on to a smaller barn,
shed and the bouse, which were soon
inflames; but not till many oi tne
household Roods bad been saved The
house was one of, if net the best in
town and bad been built but a few
years, at tue cost oi oetween j.i.uwana .f4,uw. in tue oaruu were borne
75 tons of hay, 500 bushels of grain
and 200 bushels of beans, beside some
tanning tools ana tnree nogs. lobs.
$3,ouo. or $9,000; insured lor $3,000.
mere were many tneones in regaia to
the origin of the fire, but nearly ever;
one agreed that it ncust have been in-

cendiary .
rueaaay, oeiween i ana z o ciock,

Abel Frost, who lives about one-and-- a

miles irom Mr. Hurd, being some
distance back of his bouse in the pas-
ture aiter sheep, saw a man run lrom
the back of his barn to the woods,
which was but a snort distance on one
side, and when be got to bis building
found bis barn on lire. An alarm wut-raise-

but nearly avery man within a
radius oi two miles being gone to a
raising on the other Side" of the town,
it was some time before much help ar-
rived. They succeeded in savins tbe
greater part of the household goods,
except in the kitchen. The building
were owned by D. II . Bartlett, of
Atbeus,aud weie not insured. Loss
es'imatcd at $1,000.

l' ople bean to gtt a little uneasy,
and vUitti on W eduesday, at about 3
o'clock, tbe alarm of "fire!" was giv-e- n,

each man looked, first to bis own
home ; but it was tcon found to be the

fraibe-buildin- of Jotin Fos, hall
way between Harmony village and
Mainstream, and halLii, mile dora the
road. Mr. Jb'oas was cnHiug com but
a lew reds from the builiilDgj, and go-
ing to tbe house lor a driiia ol water,
picked up a few neta' ot corn and
stepped into the barn to gve tberu to
his uorue. ' He noticed nothiug un-
usual, went to the bouse, got his
water, returned to bis work and bad
bound up but ore fbock of corn when
his daegbtt-- r cried "At el" and smoke
was issuing licni every-crevtc- e oftbe
barn. lie i an to the door and opened
ir, hoping to tave bis horse and three
excellent calves, but the flames drove
htm tiaek and they ail perished. lie then
turned to luc house and succeeded ia
saving but a very few articles, the
wind neintf quite strong and just in the
direction to lake the house, and b the
time help arrived it was too late to en-

ter it. Tne sight so overcame Mrs.Foss,
that for the time' she waa auite in
sane a nd .it required all the man's
strength to keep her from going into
the flames. The family of Ave were
left with no tbread of clothing but
what they had on, and only a few ar-
ticles of furniture. Mr. Bartlett also
o wned this place, and we hear the re-

port that, being made rureasy by tbe
burning of those occupied by Mr.
Frost tbe day before, bad applied at
once to nave tnem insured, wnicn
had been done --about .two hours when
they were consumed. The Joss ifl es-

timated at $3,000, and Ihe insurance ia
reported at M.500.

People now became convinced that
some person or persons were setting
thtse fires, but lor what purpose and
when or how was a mystery. Thcie
seemed to be no clue on which they
rnlzht work, and though each one. al
most, had a different theory, they
could onty wait ana nope mac was tbe
last one. Thursday passed very quiet-
ly, w lib po sign of Are except a smoke
in tne direction ot rtaruauu, anu men
began to take new courage and say
thev thought it was over at last.

Hut no-:- Friday, about 4 p. m., the
stable ol Lrnest wtins was discovered
iu flames The woodshed and house
in ir.ir iolued to this, and the wind
blow ins hard, there .was no hope of
saving ihrm, and they, too, were soon
but a neap oi turns, xoot a wing was
saved from tbe stable, shed, kltcher,
or chamber, but most of the goods
were in the other part oi the bouse
The house was almost new and very
convenient, while Mr. Willis, together
with his tather-in-la- w, Amos Brown,
bad lived there but about four months,
i de larger tarn, which contained the
most of tbeir bay and all their grain,and also ah old house which was used
&i a workshop, were saved. About
the time the tire broke out a stranger
was seen passing along toward Main
8 i earn, aad when met by someone go -
ifg to tnu" nie anu asaeu to go wiin
It, em. lame and can't run.
Go along !' lie appeared bo peculiarthat he was followed and overtaken on

St. Albms Koad. lie gave his
name, residence and destinatioa, but
tne "town latuers" tnougnt it best to
mala him over night at least, which
they did, but finding nothing against
him to waiMM nia Deing retained
toDsrer. he Was released.

Saturday was a day of terror
tbrousUout tbe town. Men carried
arms ai.d kept watch over their bares
iu tbe forenoon a town meeting was
held to take some measures to repress
this Stterrible work of destruction.
While some one was making some re-

ntal as. or suggestions, another outcry
was heard and every man rushed to the
open air to tee where the Are-fie- nd

had fallen now. It proved to be the
barn of Alvin Booker, on tbe Athens
rOad. I miles west f tbe village. A
neighbor, Mrs. Melvin Brown, said she
saw a mai. go Into the back aide of the
t am. and gave the alarm as soon as
pit si Die, hut he had escaped toward
the woods, and although quite a num-
ber itarteU in pursuit, none of them
got sight of niu' When the alarm was
given tnere wan bat a small spot of
ure on the scaffold in the straw, but it
s.iicad so rapidly iht notnmg coma be
djue.
