VOLUNTARY MANSLAUGHTER
Reese Jonés Gets -E_‘ive Years in the
Penitentlary.

It was 4:30 p.m. yesterday when the
murder case against Reese Jones was
given to the Jury. The Court, in its
charge, defined the various degrees of
the offense, Inveluntary and voluntary
mansiaughter, and marder in the first
and second degrees. The jury were
informed that they could convict the
defendant of elther or could acquit
him; if they found him gulity of maur-
der 1o the first degree, it would be
proper for them to recommend that
the sentence be made {mprisonment
for lifs,

The jurors €ilfle to an agreement in
about an‘hour and a balf, and the ver-
dict was announced o be gullty of
volootary manslaughter. The full
penalty for tbis offense is five years'
Fimprisonment.

THE MOUNTAIN FIRES.

A Flock of Seven Hundred Sheep
Destroyed.

The destruction of grass and timber
In the mountains east of this city dar-
Ing the past two weeks i3 a maltterol
regret. There {3 nodoubt that the fires
were started in the brush by reckléss
persons who either did pot Know or
did not care what the resalts of their
action migut be., For fully two weeks
the dense volumes of smoke that
arose from R:d Batte Cafion, and the
flames which lit up, the northeastern
sky at night, have iodicated the fierce-
ness with which the fire has raged in
that vicinity, hundreds of acres belng
suroed over. ‘Lhe cattle and horses
that bave been goazing on the hills
there have been drlven of by the in-
tense heat,

Mr. Juan J. Stocking, of Fort Herri-
man, Salt Lake County, had a flock of
shecp on the hills, and  last Satarday
the flames swept down o whoere the
animals. were, and shatting off all
avenue of escape, 700 of them were
buroed to death. The loss amounting
to nearly 32,000, {fills pretty heavy
on Mr. Stockiug at the present time.

NIGHT SCHOOLS

For Young Men and DBoys,—Use-
ful Institutions.

It ispleasing to note the growing
disposition among a ctass of young
men and boys, now engaged in the
actlve practical pursuits of Ilife, to
seek after mental improvement. ‘They
have either not enjoyed adcquate op-
portanities while youager or Leen non-
appreciative of what they had and
consequently nceglectfal. Now that
they have gained experlence and ob-
tained some konowledge of the advan-
tages of education they earnestly seek
1t.

To meet this demand mnight schools
are belug established In some of the
wards of the city. Where they exist
they are attendéd by puplls io sur-
rounding wards. An institution of

this kind is in operation In the Nine-
teenth Ward, under the able conduc-
torship of Wwm., M. Stewart, the
county superintendent, and David R.
Allen, priccipal of the Thirteenth Dis-
trict schooi. We learn that a similar
school has been Ilnsugurated la the
Tweifth Ward, alchough we have no
particulars’concerning it.

Another will shortly be instituted in
the Eizhteenth Warda, under the capa-
bie management of G. M. Mumiord,
principal of the district school of that
locality. He is an ingenlous, able and
successful teacher and the youths who
inentify themselyes with his proposed
night class will be sure to be gratified
with his progressive methods, This will
afford an educational opportunity not

only to g3yousg men and boys
in the Eighteenth Ward, but
also in the Twentieth and other
adj inlaz Wards. A  meeting

to form classes will be held at the
Eighteenth Ward schoolhouse on
Tuesday eveniug, November 29th, at
half-past seven o'clock. Those who
wish to participate In the beneflts that
will be afforded should be present on
the occaslon.
