I tried the plan again with the eatue
result, aid after an experience of
two years I can truly say that, un-
less something' fpecialJy snrjey.
log or worrying. occurred,
I i

; have al way a bren able - to
go to tleep very shortly after retir-
ing to rest. There may occasionally
be some difficulty in keeping the
eyes in the position I have described,
bat a determined effort to do so is all
that is required, and I am certain
that if kept in the down-lookin- g

position it will be found that com-
posure and sleep will be the result.

It may be said that as the con-

tinued effort to keep the eyeballs in
a certain position so diverts the at-

tention as to eee the mind from the
disagreeable subject With which it
had been engaged, sleep will follow
as a natural consequence. It is not
improbable that this is to some ex-
tent correct; and if to, it is well
that by means so simple and eo

easily adopted such a desirable re-

sult can'-b- a secured. But I thii.k
this la not the only nor the princi-ple,reaso- n.

The position in which
the eye should be kept is the natur-
al; one; . they are at east in it; and
when there Is no compression of the
lids or knitting of the brows the
muscles connected witn and sur-
rounding the eye ere relaxed. Thi
condition is much more favoratle
for sleep than for mental activity or
deep thought.
