and find them polite and kindly They
crowd about me wherever I go They
finger my dollies and when take a
photograph or stop to write a note they

almost block the street in their anilely

for even their use they are sold as old
rags and are bought by the makers of
shoe The shoe of tine men and

of China have soles nearly an Inch

these soles are made of rags HhUli
have been washed and dried ard then
pasted layer upon layer until they reach
the thickness required They are cut
then Into shape and are ao polished
along the edges that you would think
them made of leather or wood The
uppers are made of ditlerenl nullitiest ol
silk or Iline cloth and the Cnlnamina
shoes If manufactured In America
would cost mute than the kind we use
ourselves In the making of the rain
boots for muddy weather and hard trav

All about me I could tell you how these
people will take a bulUlo horn of about
the acre of a cows horn and by boiling
and pressing It out make It ao thin that
It becomes n lantern and forms a trans-
parent globe as big as a twogallon-
crock I could show you them silting
In their shops handling old cotton wad
ding which has been worn by several
different owners lilt It has almostdropped
lo pieces They will pull IIt apart take-
out the cotton half clean It end mix it
with fresh cotton for Mle Take a look
at the barbers ho stand on every street
ahavlng the heads of all males from old
men to bibles They receive front less
than a cent to s cents A shave according
to the rank and wealth of their cust-
omer but vou rotet that theyI save line
scrapings of the head an i these bits of
hair are sold by them to furniture
dealers for the miking of cushions It
Is Ihe same with eatables All sort of
greens are eaten cooked and raw and
a large number of the beggars are s upt
polled every winter by tits government
of the towns and villages but as soon
as spring crones this appropriation Is
dropped and they are literally turned
out lo grass

As to beggars there IIs no country In-

s
theI worldI that has more Impudent beg-
gar than China but doubt whether In
proportion tu Us population ll has more
than many parts of Europe The Chi-
nese

beggars are however organized
Into bands They have a trades union
of their own and they go Into the busi-
ness as a profession they have their
kings and the clues are divided up Into
leans and woe to the man who attempts
to jump his brother beggars claim
there U sure to be a fight and hi will
be run Into prison or out of town These
beggars expect to get n certain amount

say onetenth of a cent a day from
each store keeper on their eat and
youl can sometimes pay them to keep

Nanking there Is a royal guild of beg-
gars established It Is said by the Im-
peror Hung Wo who began Ilife as a
beggar and became one of time greatest
emperors China Ihas ever Ihad I1Ime head
ol this guildi can prevent a shop or a
family front beingl annoyed by the beg-
gars and there It a system of buying nil
the assaults ol beggars which prevails
throughout China and which exempts
the man who pays from their visits As
It Is every one givca to the beggar
Theaum Is generally not more than
oueteeth ol a cent and sometimes only
lull of that This la In silver and it
means only half the same amount on a
gold basis Think of giving a man the
twentieth or fortieth ol a cent to satisfy
his hunger That Is what sonic ol these
beggars get There Is a kind of copper
cash about hall the site of an ordinary
cash or aa aa a nickel whichI

worth about this and limo corn la hJ
beggar coal If a storekeeper refuses
to rive Ihe beggar will set up a howl
and he will continue his lamentations
until doe man Is glad to pay him

filled with boats of beggars who go out

Islet on the water saw here yesterday
on time steps of the TempleI of Confucius

In gangs of from three lo ascore and this Is especially the case
with the blind beggars They have

follow holding on to each other by the
> houlder and earning baskets for cash
or rice

Time worst beggars ol the world how-
ever are the diseased beggars of China
Men and women sometimes take tables
with the smallpox about In their arras
and enter the tomes lo beg The shop
keepers are glad to throw them tone
coppers to get them to move on The
lepers are another set of bad citizens
They urn sound all over Chino and they-
are desperate In their applications for
I
help Diey have their unions and they
levy blackmail upon every funeral-
If they do not receive It they some-
times make It lively for the mourn-
ers At Canton they watt at the ceme
tery and approach the funeral proces-
sions ni they come In They wilt lake
promises In case Ihe head of the occa-
sion has no money at hand but If no
money 1s sent IJb lInWF up thethembodies and they are
ransomed

The Chinese are however far more
charitable than Is generally supposed
They take better care of their families
than any other people of the world and
a man It supposed lo aid his poorer
relatives and to help them on In the
world With all the beggars there are-
II vsnture fewer unemployed people
here I

In Chins today in IproportionI lo Us
populationt

ntthan there are in America
The government has charitable Institu-
tions and Its officials arc always giving-
out ol their own pockets Sonic ex-

tracts from Ihe great Government
journal of China lie before me IFrom
them see that fsoooo was lately sent
tonomeof time inhabitants of Mongolia-
who had suffered through a late rebel-
lion there and that a lady In Peking
had just sent a thousand dollars tu
relieve some poor people In her native
province of Anlml

In most of the clues there ore govern-
ment granaries where rice Is stored up
for the poor against fimlne and there
are blind asylumsS ileper asylums and
In sonic 1 am told public hos-
pitals lucre are nu lunatic asylums-
and families have to take care of their
own Insane There are no work houses
but there are soup kitchens and clothing
dubs and nice and clothing tickets are
olien given to the needy In llnici of
famine and In the winter Mm hut in
which the beggars live here are mere
sheds of the thinnest bamboo mailing
plastered on the Inside with mud These
usuallv line the walls outside of a Chi-

nese cute They are so small that It Is
hardly possible to stand upright within
them and the average site ls not larger
than ithe area itl a hall bed room liteI

floor Is the ground and this often forms
the bed of time family There Is usually
a partition which dividesJ the hut In half
and time cooking Is done over a fire ol
straw which Is built upon the round or
In one of the cloy stoves which are used
everywhere throughout this part ol
China There Is u must be remem-
bered no law against begging In China
and the beggars here have as many
rights us any other
