Court, in the case of the Govern-
ment against the Corliss Engine
Jompany, decides that where the
Secretary of the Navy posszesses
power under the legislation of Con-
gress, and the orders of the Presi-
Jent to enter into conlracts for
work connected with the construc-
tion, armament or eguipment of
vessels of war, he can suspend the
work contracted for when, from
any cause, the. publie interest may
requite, and where such suspension
is ordered he is authorized to settle
with the contractor upon the com-
pensation to be paid for the partial
performance of (he contracts.
When the settlement in such a
case i3 made upon the full know-
leddge of all the facts without con-
cealment, misrepresentation or
fraud, it i3 egually binding upon
the government ss upon the con-
tractor.
