a purer and more whelesome aliment
than animals who subsist on otber ani-
mals—the carnivors. Omniverous
anim that eat Indiscriminately
vegetables or other animals, are far in-
ferlor Lo the purely herbivorous as
food for human beings. Of the hog,
whose filth umasfs comverted into
A mass of disease by the ordinary fat-
tening process, I need only express my
abherrence.

The Mosalc law, which forbade the
Jews to eat the blood of any beast or
bird, or to partake of their flesh, un-

precaution aﬁnim eatl blood, they
were required, previously to boiling
meat, to let it soak half am hour in
water, and then lle an hourin salt;

rd to ihe philosophy of dietetics,

oses was far in advance of the ma-
jority of the Christian teachers of the
present dl.Y.

The white-fleshed birds—chicken,
turkey, partridge, quall, etc.—are very
nearly as nutritious and digestitl: as
beef. Chicken flesh is called the "“least
stimulating ot animal feods’ by medi-
cal writers, but I think the assertion
wholly gratuitons The dark-fleshed
birds, as game birds, grouse, robin,
woodcock snipe, eic.,are less natritive
and less digestible, but more greasy
and savory to epicures.

The aquatic blrdy, geese and ducks,
are strong, rancld and oily, and ex-
tremely nnwholesome. The canvas-
back is consldered one of the greatest
luxuries; but hére, as in a majority of
cases, the luxury consists in the pam-
pering of an exceedingly depraved ap-

te. The flesh of turtles is prepared

the refectories in the forms of steak

and soup, Itis nnwholesome aliment
in all ways.

In a general sense, flsh aliment Is far
inferior to flesh. Fish is pot as natri-
tious ns flesh,and is usually consid-
ered as lessstimulating. The feverish-

ness 8o generally  alter a meal
of fish may be im the impurity
of the allment, though some regard it

as evidence of stimalation. Asa gen-
most wholesome, as tae cod, halibut,
trout, whitefish, bass, blacktish, bad-
dook, whiting, sole, turbot, eic. Ssl-
mon, eels, herring, pilchards, sprats,
mac>=rel, ghad, elc, are among the
oilly varietics, -

'ﬂhe objectionable nature of fish ali-
ment I3 still generally made still more
S tak Tand i Indigeatibie
cooking—Irying, ¢ indigestidie
additions g melted batter, lobster-
sauce, egg sauce, etc.

Of the crustaceans, lobstera, craba,
shrimps and prawns are those most

enerally eaten. They are all exceed-

gly Indigestible, 8 irequent cause
ot disordered digestive o s. UI the
class mollusca, the eyster 1s the gregt-
est favorite with the Jovers of sea-fuod.
They are not very nutritive, containing
enly about 12X percent. of solid mat-
ter. When eaten raw, they are still
more dieestible than when cooked in
any matter. Oysters have had the rep-
[ ntation among medical men of beinga
specific for E:rglu, scrofula and
consnmption e more intelligent
physicizna o['.tha nt day specially
prohibit them In those diseases.

The dietetic character of animal food
saffected by the manner of lcooking.
Bruiling, “on gll acceunts, is the
best method of ecoking all flesh-meat.
Boiling, taking care toskim off aoy
floating particles of oil, is better than
roasting; and this agaln is better than
frying, whieh is 8 method never to be
recommended.

Vegetable Fovods. — The vegetable
kingdomn affords the purest aliments
as well as Lthe greatest variety ol ali-
mentary principles. Vegetable foods
are found in the form of seeds, frulis,
roots, buds, and youug sheots, leaves,
flowers, and stetus, of flowering plants
aud lichens. ferns, sea-weeds, and
mushrooms, of lowerless plants.

The seeds and fruits are the most
useful of huwan aliments; yet it woald
be démcult to docltde rhhtch 1‘:} thﬁne l?
most necessary, for the ection o
nutrition requires both. 5
BO!f the cereal grains, whest gnd
rice are the most extensively culti-
vated. Although they possess
about an equal smmount of alimentary
propertles, the wheat lsfar superior as
asingle article of dlet. Those who
employ & diet mostly of rige raguire a
larger proportion of luccnlanﬂrults.
or watery v les, or ligueons mat-
ter, as leaves, rools, atc., than those
who subsist priocipally on the whole

rain of wheat, for the reason that ibe
asiter contains in the bram a much
larger f.roporuen of liqmid. Baut even
wheat I8 too nuotritivus and concen-
trated of itself, and requires the ad-
mixture of & due proportion of fruits,
or other succulent and, comparatively,
Jinputritious vegetables.

& disease whose almost exclusive eanse
is obstruction, or constipa'ion, and
this condition being almest universally
produced in them by the various pre-
parations of fine flour.

Oatmeasl is usually employed in the
form of mush, porridge, or stirabout,
prepared by simply boiling in water,
and oat-bread, or oat-cakes, made by
rolling the dough into very thin cakes,
and baking it before the fire orina
etove or oven. These preparations are
more wholesome tbhan these of flne
wheaten flour, because they contiain a
larger proportion of ligain or bran,and
are hence more laxative, or rather less
¢:astipating.

In nutritive properties rice does not
differ materisally from wheat, although
it is much less adapted to prolonged
nutrition as an exclusive article ot
diet, because of Its small proportion
of lguin or bran.

Obstruction, constipation, irritation
and inflammation always resualt, unless
due relations between bulk and nntri-
ment are walntained in our aliments;
and hence the more concentrated or
natritive the grain or flour we employ
the greater should be the proportion ot
the lesa nutritious vegetables and suc-
culent frults. An immense amount of
diseasce, suffering, decrepitude and
premature death result [rom a misan-
derstanding of, or Inattention to, t1kis
simple and obvious principle; and the
advice emanating trom medical men,
boarils of health, medical councils,etc.,
in cholera seasons, recommmending the
ptople to obstain from fruits and veg-
etables, and eat %rmclpally rice, super-
fipe flour, diled beef, smoked herring,
etc , has destroyed many lhives and
saved none.
