What the llaw on this subject was In

the earliest dispensations IIs not on

record in the Bcrlptuics but It It stated
that Abraham gave a tenth part of Ills

substance to Mclchlsedck and also that
Jacob In his covenant with the Lord
Included n promise to pay tithing faith-
fully Gen 29 21122 It li therefore
certain that the law was known to the
ancient patriarchs and observed by

them
In the Mosaic Pro the law of tithing

was explicit Under that dispensation
all real estate In the promised land be-

longed to the Lord and the tribes nnd
leads of families held It as stewards
Whatever changes occurred owing to
deaths or sales woo only temporary
nnd had to be readjusted every fiftieth
year the year of Jubilee A tenth part
of whatever the land yielded belonged-

to the Lord The law reads

could truthfully bear witness that they
know President Joseph Smith to be a
Prophet of the Most High there are
now tens of thousands who occupy
that position nnd the number Is being
steadily augmented by tho power of
the Almighty In the great work of
latterdays

So far ns concerns the divine char
acter of the mission ot the Prophet

their reservation these Indians once
raised bountiful crops It must be
borne in mind that the reservation In-

dian Is practically a prisoner guarded
by United States troops Therefore
the governments first duty IIs to see
that his means ot deriving a subsist-
ence from Ills land tire conserved In
tills case the Indians scaled In the
Olla liver valley depended Inthe past
upon Irrigation for their crops with-
out water at the right season their
land IIs perched rind barren Until
tho whites learned that the land of
southern Arizona could be reclaimed
nod converted Into n garden of fer-
tility by a System of Irrigation the
Indians of the reservation bcneflteel
by a copious low of water In the
spring of tho year Now scarcely n drop
trickles down to the arid waste which
they call their reservation The whites
have ctotai their water and turneel It
Into cnnnls trnverIrg a territory that
smiles with grain fields and fruit farms
For several years the trillion has raised
no crops of any kind on his land

The governments second duty be-

gan as soon as the crops failed that Is
to say It feeds And clothes the Clio
Reservation Indians because they have
become paupers And while It reminds
them at regular Intervals that they nre
dependent upon Its bounty It educates
them niter a fashion In the reservation
schools Imagine a white man being
educated bv the government 10 be a
pauper wllh no hope of being able to
hold Ills head up among mn The re-

sult of this policy can bo foreseen
The Olin Indian must he n remftr 1ablC
specimen of selfmade ninthriat If he
does not war upon the white icttlers
vho have robbed him by stealing
from them whenever he gets the oppor
trinity and he Is the more dlven to
