The
amount held by the Sew Vorktrs is
estimated by some at 510,000,000 in
bullion and certificates, but conser-
vative accounts place the total bul-
lion at 51,000,000. While these
figures would cover tbo bullion,
they may lie Increased several mil-
lions by silver certificates. It Is a
fact that the government has
compelled to buy silver In .London,
and to complete Uie deal the people-hav-

been keeping even with tne
covernment in purchases abroad.
They liave mostly covered thu mar-
ket in Loudon, lt Is also a fact that
silver oireretl the government at
the assay office in New York has
been at a premium of two or three.
