Eduor Deseret News:

It would certainly secm as If this
section of Utah stood in need of a
eenuive legitimate boom, that is,
Judging from the Inexpressible dall-
ness that at the present time seems to
almost epshroud the business centers
of Southern Utah. Many of aur agri-
cultural districts have bheen g0 de-
vastated by the rabbit pest doring the
past season, that little more than hall
crops of cereals bave been raised. Anp
extraordioary lack ot water for irri-
gation parposes has also been a pro-
minent feature of Lhe sesson. bis
latter trouble secems however to have
brought about one good result, name-
ly an active prosecution of the work of
reservolr buillding during the present
winter.

The town ot Minersville in this
county is actively engaged o the con-
struction of a very

LARGE AND EXPENSIVE RESERVOIR
at the point where the Beavér River
eaters the Minersville Canon, about
four miles due east of the settlement.
A very strong dam is belog thrown
across the entrance to the cafion, cre-
ating a miplature ldke aboat half a
mile wide by a mile in length.

The citizens of Beaver are also .en-
gaged in an underiaxing of a similar
chsracter in the mountains nearly 20
miles east of the town. Besldes the
works just enumerated, several private
companles are constructisg mountain
reservolrs in various parts of this and
adjacent counties, for the saving of
water for agricultural purposes. The
construction of these large ' artificial
ponds, har, as abeve stated, baen made
imperative by the drouth of the lds:
season not te speak of the glooay
prospect. tor Irrigatien water that
seems Lo present itself in the absence |-
of reservoirs, for the coming year.

Then again the cattle interests of the
south are at a very low ebb, caused by
the extraordinary scarcity eof feed on
the hltherw,uxnriou_rmxu; t‘drouth
and rabbits’ beingithe ever ready ex-
rmuuion of the stockman when re-
erring to the attenunted Appearance
of his cattle. Asa conseque hun
dreds of head are being remfoved to
distant ranges In order to pass the
winter,

This lamentable state of affairs has
2 sequence in
THE MIGBATION
of guttefa. number ef familles this fall
"to Colorado and California, upwards
o130 wagons having l.lready_left for
the latter state from Irom Couhty,

As far as our material prosperity is
concerped, it is truly the “dark hour
before the dawn,” for the peaple, be-
ing earnestly awakened to the peces-
eity of reservoirs and stricter 1¢g us-
Lions as regards the apportionmens and
use of the Irrigating fluid, can bardly
help gainlng the most bengficent resuit
from the works | now, being ocon-
structed.
