:ider Jcaeoh BtandlDS. who waa

killed by an armed mob of twelve
men on the 2lst of Jaly last, in
Whitfield County; Ga.. while en
gaged as a minister of the gospel of
Jeans Christ, traveling ana preacn
ne to the liocic over which he waa

c&uea to preside, aiis oaence con
elated, accord in j? to the testimony
adduced on tne trial, or converting
and baptizing aome of tne citizens
of tbta county intofhe faith which
he proclaimed, and 'Which he
doubtless sincerely believed.

At the lnqaest held over the
dead body, It was proven that after
the fatal shot was nred the murder
en returned ana mutilated tne
body by .repeatedly firing into It; a
species of barbarity hltherjo re
served to the most savage races,
and a thing from which the least
advanced of the civilized nations
would ahrink back with horror.

The governor of the State, after
some considerable lapse or time,
uonea upon conviction, a step m
did not in the least endanger the
treasury of the State. Borne weeks
after the murder", through the in
struroentality f - some of Elder
Standing's friends, who had loved
and respected blm while living
and who desired to see his coward
ly assassins brought to Jastlce,three
or the mot were arrested.
