Prohibition or Restriction. It is
probably fresh in the minds of
many of our readers that not very
long since, a monster petition,
signed by about 4,000 ladies of the
City of Bait Lake, was presented to
the City Council. The document
asked that honorable body to take
steps towards prohibiting the sale
of fermented and spirituous liquors
w ithin the corporate limits, with a
view to putting a stop to the evil of
drunkenness, which was increasing
to such an extent as to create a
considerable degree of alarm among
the well wishers of the community.
The petitioners set forth many
sound reasons in support of the
granting of the prayer of their
petition, such as the strong temp
tations placed within reach of the
youag by the numerous saloons and
dram shops that face one at every
turn in the main business portion of
the town, and not a few in places
remote from that locality.

It occurs to us that the expressed
sentiments of 4,000 persons, espe
cially as they belong to the gentler
sex, should have no small weight
in a matter of so great and vital im
portance, and one in which they
are, in the natural course of things,
as the mothers and sisters of the
rising generation of youths, deeply
interested. But however much
weight their influence should have
in that direction, it is too potent to
admit of denial that in this in
stance it has had no effect what-
ever. This is proved by the fact
that since the presentation of that
petition the evil complained of has
existed and accumulated until its
proportions are much more gigan-
tic, and consequently more alarm
ing, than they were then.

The principal reason of the fruit
lessness of the petition, which we
verily believe expressed the senti
ments, on the subject embodied,
of a very large majority of the
citizens of this city, was the deter-
mined opposition by which every
reformatory movement in the di-

rection sought was met with in the
courts, which at that time were
run by U. B. appointees or officials
who manifested an unscrupulous- -

ntss in their operations that now
stamps them with odium from
every honest person conversant
with their illegal and extra-judici- al

acts.
The time was in this community,

but a few years back, when a per
son might walk the streets of this
city for one year without his eyes
being greeted with the loathsome
spectacle of a man in a state of
drunkeness, but how changed are
matters now, when that disgusting
exhibition can be witnessed every
day in the week, without the
moral atmosphere being illumin-
ated with even a dim prospect of a
mitigation, to say nothing of an
abolition, of the evil. . -

The habit of drinking is not con-
fined to people of one age or, even
sex, but, In those saloons and dram
hops which abound no is

indulged in to a considerable extent
not only among men, but in no
small degree among women and
even children. .. Many citizens
whose opportunities of observation
are necessarily very limited n this
regard are not aware that this Ja the
case, but such" is nevertheless' the
fact; and, so far as he'youpg are
concerned, what can be reasonably
expected of them their reason and
judgment being ,' obacured by J Im-

maturity, when, such questionable
examples are frequently set before
them by their elders,' for, as the eld

ety and morality. Observation
proves that moderate drinking
feeds the appetite for alcoholic
stimulants until the party, if he
does not stop, loses his hold of
power over himself and becomes a
human wreck.

This is not a very large city, that
is to say, the population does not
foot up numerically high, being
somewhere between 20,000 and
23,000. Perhaps it will be interest-
ing to give a few statistics on the
liquor question. Theie are in Salt
Lake City forty-fiv- e establishments
where intoxicating drinks are sold,
perhaps one or two more or less,
making, as will be observed, about
one to every 500 of the population.
The character of the establish men t."

are proportionately about as fol
lows

Beer saloons, 18; dram thops, 15;
dealers 11. The amount of money
necessary to sustain those establish
ments must, of course, be enor
mous, which will at once be ad-

mitted, when it is considered that
they pay for license alone, respec
tively, $100, $250,and $150 a quarter,
aggregating $21,800 a year. Add to
this amount expended for help,
high rents, expensive living for
proprietors and families, and the
sum would probably reach into the
hundreds of thousands of dollars
annually coming out of the pock
ets of tho consumers of an article
that instead of being a necessary
commodity is the cause of innumer
able evils and incalculable misery
drunkenness being the leading
cause of probably nine-tenth-s of
the crimes that disgrace the name
of man. This approximate amount
merely includes the gross profits
made by those engaged in the busi-

ness, and the expenditures for in
toxicating drinks annually must
therefore be tremendous.

Our opinion, expressed in plain
terms, is that it is high time for
something to be done in regard to
the matter if not of prohibiting, at
the very least of checking or miti
gating the hideous evil. We hold it
to be the duty of the legislators to
legislate in the direction indicated
and for the Courts to sustain any
movement that will effect a reform,
and of every lover of peace, good
order and sobriety to lend all possi
ble aid in so good a cause, and if
there be a failure, let it not be be
cause the honest, Bober and greatly
major portion of the C9mmunity
have neglected their duty.

Heated Term. Our heated term
lasts two or three months. The
heat is still too hot for comfort
pleasure or health, going up to 95

in the shade to-da- y, and to 90 and
above most days.

Territorial Governments.

A bill has been introduced into
Congress providing for the election
of the various officers of the terri-
torial governments by the people of
the territories. The bill is certainly
a wise one, and it is to be hoped that
it will become a law. There is no
good reason why this policy should
not have been adopted with refer-
ence to the territories from the be-

ginning. The hardy pioneers of
the west are just as competent to
select officers to execuie their laws,
as they are to determine what those
laws hhall be. It is not in accord-
ance with the spirit of our institu-
tions that the people of any sec-
tions of the country shall be denied
the right to telect for themselves
those who are to administer their
local governments. Our territories
are filled with men of intelligence
and enterpiise, men who have gone
west to seek their fortunes, bearing
with them a courage that sustains
them amidst all the trials and pri-
vations of a border life, and a type
of manly ability that does not suf-
fer by comparison with pretensions

f older commonwealths. Tho halls
of Congress are to-da- y graced by
the presence of Territorial delegates
who, in point of ability, are the
peers of our mo3t distinguished
legislators, and it is but justice to
them and to the people whom they
represent that they be permitted to
enjoy to the fullest extent the priv-
ilege of controlling their own do-
mestic affairs, subject only to such
supervisory control as the general
government, through Congress,
may rightfully exercise.

The relegation of the election of
these officers to the people of the
Territories possesses another excel-
lent feature in that it entirely abol-
ishes that system of Territorial
patronage which has for years been
an intolerable nuisance. The con-
trol of Territorial appointments is
not at all essential to the successful
administration of public affairs.
These appointments do not belong
to that class of patronage, the con-
trol of which is necessary to enable
the dominant political party to im-
press its peculiar policy upon the
administration of the general gov-
ernment, and cannot with justice
be claimed as an Incident to that
investiture with power which car-
ries with it a responsibility to the
people and a correlative right to
control the appointments and shape
the politics of the different depart-
ments of the government. The
proposed legislation, while but an
act of simple justice to the people
of the territories, will lop off an
immense amount of unnecessary
federal patronage, and just so far as
it extends in this direction, its ten-
dency will be to purify our national
politics, and to prove a blessing to
the whole country. St. Joe Herald.
