ANCIENT RELICS.

Si. S. Marghierl, the well known
arcbrcolog'st, discovered and explored
a hermetically sealed cave, at an eleva-
tion of nearly 4000 feet, on the eastern
side of the Sierra Madre Mountains in
Mexico, about 200 miles south of Dem-in- g,

between Coralitos and Casa
two years ago. The floor

was nearly smooth, the sides rough
and rugged, and the vault covered with
stalactite.'. In the far end of thcav-er- n

were found four desiccated human
bodies.

T-a- e bodies were in a sitting posture,
with the hands crossed on the breast,
and the knees approaching the chin,
with the bead inclined forward. They
were carefully shrouded in their burial
garments, ami placed lacing the risinz
sun. The male and female were seated
side by side. The older child, a boy,was at the right of the father, and the
younger cbiid, a girl, at the left of the
mother. In addition to the funeral
shrouds, the little girl was envelopedIn the skin of an an animal, similar to
tbe. method used in the Island of
Fnerte Ventara, the better to preserveits tender frame. -

The floor of tbe cavern and the re-
mains were covered with a floe dust;
but no footprints of man or beast
could be found. Tbe bodies were car-
ried to San Francisco by ignor Marg-
hierl, and wero purchased by J. 2.
Davis, president of tbe board of trns,tees of tbe state mining bureau, and
by him presented to tbe bureau.

No embalming process was used In,
tne preservation of these bodies, Theywere- - dried by-th- air alone. The
bodies are not lilt those of the Indians
of the present day, because tbe fingersand hands and feet are smaller than
the average,, and- - the --"woman's - hair
is brown and silken, and ot
tbe Caucasian- - type. Tbe' bod? of
the man must - have weighed
In life from 160 to 200 pounds, but it
now weighs only 11 pounds, while the
body of the woman weighs only It
pounds. In tho lobe ot each of the
small and well proportioned ears is a
piece of hollow bamboo or reed as an
ornament. Tbe woman bad a largeforehead and well developed reasoning
powers.--me ntue ooy weighs but three
pounds, and the girl only Jour sad a
half pounds.

The burial shrouds of . the body , are
composed chiefly of cotton, hair, hide,
grasses, and the bark of willows.

The bodies may now be seen at the
rooms of tbe State Mining' .Bureau.?

THE COMING REGATTA.

The projectors of the regatta arranged
to take place on the 30th and 31st Of

the present -- month, have the credit of
introducing a decided novelty to this
region. The oarsmen who will take

The cause for this anticipa
tion is the density of the water of the
Lake. It is thought probable that this
will aff jrd a decided advantage ia this
way; the flat-botto- boats will sit
exactly on the surface or nearly so
and the density of the water will pre
sent an unusual resistance to the oar,
thus giving the manipulator a stronger
pull. It is therefore thought that
these advantages will enable the fra
gile crafts to skim the Lake like but
terflies or birds.

RUSSIA'S BARBARIC POLI TICS.

The northern part of Scandinavia is,
as is well known, inhabited by . a no
madic people, known as Laps. In the
high latitudes where these people en
deavor to $:t from nature a scanty
living, ao agriculture is possible, the
soil being covered with several feet
deep of snow during the greater part
of the year, But the Laps possess in
their reindeer herds all they need for
their maintenance. The flesh and the
milk of these animals furnish their
masters with food, the skins are used
for tents and clothing; the bones are
carved into spoons, knives and various
utensils as well as ornaments; the
sinews are made into threads and
cords. A Lap is considered wealthy
when be possesses 1,000 deer, and
many count their .herds by several
thousands.

Tho habits of these reindeer are pe
cnllar. They know instinctively where
to go for their food, and the owners
have to follow their animals on their
yearly wanderings which are very reg
ular and extend from the coast of the
Atlantic to the coast of the White Sea.

It now appears that the Russian
government have prohibited the Laps
from entering the Russian domain on
the customary routes- - Nw rnnt Are
laid out. Anybody who knows the
situation knows what thls'means. The
reindeer will instinctively follow their
customary routes, and it is next to
impossible to drive them any other
way.

A prohibition to prevent the Laps
from traveling on their usual roads
means nothing less than endless trans-
gressions on the part of these wander-
ing children of nature, transgressions
for which they cannot by any rnle of
justice be held accountable. It means
that the Russian government will rob
these poor wretches of their only
means of subsistence. Their herds
will gradually diminish and the people
be slowly starved to death.

This Is another Instance of the cru-
elty and violence of man, an outrage
which the civilized powers of Europe
ought to prevent if possible, or at
least to protest against.

The Laps in question are Swedish
subjects, and it is possible that the
cruel prohibition is an effort to pro-
voke a quarrel with that power in or-
der to give Russia an excuse for seiz-

ing upon the northern parts of Scan-
dinavia, a project which tho great
giant has often contemplated, in order
to obtain a harbor for her fleet, more
convenient than Is now to be found in
the vast Russian Empire.

DAAIS STORMS.

Terrible IHwtrweMM ! Frperfjr by
. Water. .

New Orleans, Aug. 21. On Friday
evening a fresh easterly wind set In
and Increased In force with showers
till Saturday morning. It slackened
till evening, when it strengthened and
blew a gale, with a great downpour of
rain till Monday noon. The rainfall
throughout was 8 a inchss. The wind
was blowing sixty miles an hour when
the annometer was broken. Great
damage was done in the-- city and
throughout the sugar belt. From
Baton Rouge to the Gulf, including the
rice section, --

. much sugar cane
was blown flat on the ground.
Many sugar--bouse- s and dwellings
were damaged. The damage to the
sugar crop Is estimated at from 10 to
20 per cent, and to the rice crop 20 to 50
per cent.

In the city many houses were un-
rooted, fences prostrated, and trees
uprooted. The heavy rain on the night
of tbe 10th for a time flooded the entire
city. The rear portion of the city is
still Inundated. The city was in dark-
ness on Monday- - night. Tbe greatest
damage about the city was done on the
river front.

Fifty canal boats, worth a.hundred
thousand dollars, were sunk. Several
small steamers were also sunk or dam-
aged. The Louisville & Nashville
road is submerged for twenty miles,
with many washouts.

The loss on coal barges sunk; is esti-
mated at $300,000. The crops along
the river for a distance of over twenty
miles are entirely destroyed. A num-
ber ot vessels overdue undoubtedly
encountered the storm in the Gulf. -

thusiasm. It waadue to the fact tbat he
either did not or could not realize his
position. Laat night he even insisted
on inspecting the gallows and . ex-

pressed the opinion that the counter-
weight was not teayy enough. Early
this morning he took part in religious
services.

patch wes sent out from l'rovidcnce,
II.
