Tho conviction by a Canadian
Judge and jury of a murderer
worth $1,L'00,000, la an event of no
special importance in the countrywhere it occurred, but to people of
the United Btates it Las a meaning
beyond what appears on its face.
The circumstances of the crime
were all, according to American
pinion, in the murderer's favor.

No special motive could be assign-
ed for the deed; the murderer had
no spite to gratify, no revenge to
complete; bis condition was that
of insane intoxication, particu-lar that, to an American jury,would be greatly tn his favor.
More than thi, he was wealthy,and employed hla lichee with lav-Is- h

profusion to procure him the
best legal advice und asitanee to
be found In the Dominion.

But money and lawyers were
alike useless. English law knows
no respect of persons, and allows
none of that exercise ef sentiment-
ality which so frequently defeats
the ends of justice in this country.The consequence is the rich andthe poor stand on the same level,and the man who Is able to spendhis thousands has no surer chance
of an acquittal than the beggar.The justice of the case is the pointat issue, and not the family connec-
tion?, the past services, the wealth,or the social standing of the crimi-
nal. Law is for all alike in Eng-
land, and to judge from this case
In Canada, the same justice which
meted out a full punishment to the
Colonel of the Queen's regimentfor a brutal assault is ready in the
Dominion to return evil-doer- s tha
reward of their deeds, no matter
what pleas are advanced ia ex-
tenuation.

Just on this side the dividing line
between Canada and the United
States, the scene is changed.Whether from a disregard of law,
a disregard of human life, a senti-
mental sympathy with a condemn-
ed criminal, or all three, it is use-
less to attempt to determine, bptno one needs to be informed hdjv
difficult it is to obtain a conviction
of a wealthy murderer in this coun-
try. It is too harsh to say that we
have one law for the rich and an-
other for the poor, but one only
has to look at the cases which ev-

erybody can call to mind, in which
rich assassins were either acquitted
outright or let ofl with a very
light punishment, while friendless
tramps went to the gallows, in
order to be assured that; the lines
of justice are by no means so strict-
ly drawn as they should be. What
we need in murder cases is not so
mush severity as certainty of pun-
ishment. Under the circumstan-
ces of the Canadian case it is well
enough that the death sentence
was commuted into imprisonmentfor life, but every Canadian crim-
inal is absolutely certain that in
ninety-nin- e cases in a hundred the
full penalty of the law will be
meted out to him for his crime.
This certainty renders him ex-

tremely careful of human !ife, and
very cautious in regard to crime in
general, and we have the best reas-
ons for believing that the same
rigid adherence to the letter and
spirit of the law in this country
would ensure a like scarcity of evil
doing. St. Louis Globe-Democr- at .

A Young Woman's Sad Fate.

A lady member1 of the Laight
Street Methodist Episcopal Church
called last evening at the Pel ice
Central Office and made inquiryabout a young girl named llaohel
Martin, who, she said, had gone
astray. A Herald reporter subse-
quently obtained the following de
tails of tbe case

About six months ago a man and
woman, who gave their names as
George and Clara Smith respective- -

y, were in .London, Englaud, and
represented to the giri, Rachel
Martin, who resided iu Deane
Street, in that city, that if she
would accompauy them to JSew
York they would procure for her
the situation of governess in the
family of some friends of theirs,
wild a salary of 300 per year. The
girl, who was attractive in appear-
ance, and who was of respectable
family, partly induced by a desire
to see this country ,and partly lured
by the large salary ottered, agreed
to the proposition, contrary to the
wishes of her mother anu relatives.
Tbe objections were overcome,
lowever, and she sailed with the

Smiths. A fchort lime after she
arrived here she was introduced to
two or three fast young men, who
made improper proposals to her.
She somplaiued of these insults to
ier supposed benefactors, but
they laughed at her, saying
that she had better accede to
their propositions. This sLe utly

refused to do, and de
manded that she be placed in the
position of . governess, which had
been promised to her. She receiv
ed only evasive answers to her
appeals anu snortiy became a
victim to a neiiisn plot. She was
put under the influence of opiates,
and while in that condition the
schemers put Into etlect tbe hein-
ous crime which they had planned.
When the girl recovered her senses
she was Informed that Henceforth
it was intended that she should
lead a life of shame. The poor girl
was overcome, and bitterly de
nounced the" want' of humanity
shown by the creatures who had
professed to be her friends. She
was friendless in the city and was
closely watched by the Smiths.
She was soon turned out of their
house and became lost. She was
arrested a few days ago ou . Greene
Street, and sentenced, by Justice
Bixby, to the House of the Good
Shepherd, where she now is. '
