It is likely they had
some means that they used for that
purpose, but It was probably not of
such an available character as that
which we possess. Doubtless, how-
ever, they had many advantages
that we are not Informed upon.
Vary likaly they had no such exten-
sive means of propagating know
ledge as we have. If we do not under-
stand theology, as it is revealed, we
are to blame. We can . get the
printed revelatiojs of God at a very
small cost.

It Is Important that we take pro-
per steps to teach our children the ofscience of theology, that they may
rench beyond the point thaL ,we
have attained to. When the Sun-
day schorls were organized, !I ' felt
that a gteat work had been Inaugu
rated to accomplish this object. The
Young Men's and Young Ladies'
Mutual Improvement Assoc! itlons
were another step In the' same direc-
tion.
