WASHINGTON, 20.—Bradley Bar-
low, of the firm of Barlow & SBand-

mail contracts in order to obtain
them at the firm’s higher figures
but he denfed that any money had
ever been pald or loaned by him or

The House committes on appro
priations, to-day, by & vote of six
to three, refused: fo grant an ad-
ditlonal appropriation of half a
million dollars to the Government
Centennial Board.

e sub committee of the same
committee on the P. O. appropria-
tion blll propose an amendment
to pay for the conveyance of mails
on railroads according to the space
occupled, and not according to the
weight as at present; they also pro-
pose to hase the pay of postmast-
ers on a graded percentage of
the receipts of their respective of-
fices and box rents, by which a sav-
ing of $300,000 or $400,000 will be
eflected. - The salary of the post-
master at New York would be $6 -
000, and the salaries of the post-
masters at Boston, Philadelphia,
Chleago, Cincinnati and San Fran-
cisgo $,000 per annum.

It having been charged that the
confidential letter of the Attorney
General tothe District Attorney,
pending the whiskey ring triais,
met with the approval of the
President,it is authoritatively deni-
ed that the President ever saw the
letter until it appeared in print.
The bill to utilize the products of
Fl_cl and silver mining in the U. N,
ntroduced by Banks, provides that
the Becretary of the Treasury shall
establish in the great gold and sil-
ver mining districts additional de-
positories and refineries, and shall
receive from the miners aud owners
gold and sflver fo Le coined upon
the certificate of a government as-
sayer, and shall issue certificates of
deposit therefor, payable to bearer,
for such sums as depositors may de-
sire; and when issued for more than
&5&; im one certificate, they may be
made payable to order. ﬁach cer-
tifieate shall promise a returnof the
amount of gold and silver called for
by the certificate, and shall be legal
tender in all transactions. The Go-
vernment is to be liable for the safe
keeping of the gold and silver, and
may me the owner thereof by
obtaining a certificate through pur-
chase or redemption. The secretary
is also authorized to issue similar
full'value certificates for coin that
is now or may hereafter be in the
treasury, reserving coin for their re-
demption.

FRANCE.

VERSAILLES, 20. — The various:
items of the budget for 1877 have
been distributed among the senat-
ors and deputies. The revenue is
estimated at 534,400,000 francs, and
the expenditures at 533,400,000, No
increase of. taxea is pro The
preamble of the budget says—*“Our
resources are Bot greater than our
requirements; nene of the receipts
of the treasury can at present be
spared. The d'ov:srnment will not
avail itself of the power to borrow
8,000,000 francs froma the Bank of
France, on the contrary it will be
able to refund 5,000,000 francs by
aaticipatory payments. The treas-
ury will have completely repaid the
Bank of France by 1879, This will
set free 30,000,000 francs yearly,
It will only be possible to propose
a material reduction of taxes after
this is accomplished.”

The republican senators will in-
troduce & motlon to-morrow in fa-
vor of raising the state of riege;
the Senate and Chamber of Depu-
ties will then be able to discuss the
raising of the state of siege simulita-
neously. The committes on the
state of slege appointed by the
Deputies is unanimously in favor of
its abolition.

When Victor Hugo in the SBenate
and M. Raspail in the Chamber of
Deputies intreduce their motions,
to-morrow, for a complete amnes-
ty, the moderate republicans will
al the same time propose an am-
nesty for political offenses only.
