The reconstruction constitution of
1S5S, under which was
supjost'd to eyjoy. a republican

. government, is an able and ingeni-
ous instrument, paid to have been
framed at Washington. It estate
iwhed an extremely cen traJ leeU ae d

despotic administration. The Qovf
ernor appointed nearly, all the local
officers in counties and townships,
and he had the power to fill vacan-
cies even in the few offices he-- did
not originally name. He appointed
Judges, collectors and assessors of
taxes, justices of the peace, prose-
cuting attorney, registrars of elec-

tions, and these appointed the
judges of elections. Where; new
counties were created, which was
a favorite device of Urn robbers,t!e
Governor appointed all the officer.
Moreover, where any subordinate
proved refractory which . means
honest and public spirited be was
removed on a writ of vearrante ,
and brought, teefora lha Supreme
Court, at the head of which sat
l'oker Jack, by a convenient At-

torney' General. Then theGoyeri-- r

filled his place. Under this
luoitbtrou system of centralization,
as extreme as tbat of the. latert rench Empire, the Bins bad their
adherents scattered all over the
rotate. ; They absolutely controlled
the elections; they ruled the people
despotically. The Governor was
oven careful to .appoint, In many
instances, local officers who did
not live in tbe oounUes they were
te rule and who, of course, had , no
interest whatever In Rood govern-
ment or in the decent administra-
tion of justice

One instance, out ofJaany, vill
6how how brazenly these creatures
of the ring carried .out their
schemes. Anewcoontrwas fortoed
in tbe north-westera.p- art, tit,, the
Ktate.' A sheriff was sent who
lived ha Little. KboK" "THH peTson
chanced to owfl a' rarna-ln- - the
county. The people- - chose for
county seat a Tillage near the cen-
tre of,the county; but..the sheriff
determined to' establish it on his
own farm. --flJ tHSXa raway. He
and his fellow office-hold- ers mani-
pulated the wglatry lists; but failed
to eliminate eufflefceat number et
voters' names, aa4whao an. elec-
tion iwas held for a oh ice pf three
commissioners to UeUrtalne en the
county seat hls candidate --were
beaten. He went at once to Little
Rock, i where -- taw 'election was at
his instanoe setaside; new com-
missioners were appointed, and the

AJl these local appointees of the
central government had unlimited
power to steal, and knew it. In-
deed they were expected e

their plunder with the Ring i at
headquarters. They IsBuetf county
and town bonds for railroads, they
erected or pretended to erect new
and unneeded publio buildings, for

"which bonds and scrip were issued;
they put out scrip on every possible
excuse, and kept no-- books or re-

cords, to show the amounts issued,
or stole the records, or in several
notorious instances burned down
the court houses and destroyed the
records. They pocketed the green-
backs paid in. by

- taxpayers, and
turned into the Treasury depreci- -

. ated scrip.. They protected thieves
and swindlers for pay, and they
sold justice at a high price. When
the county scrip became too much
depreciated for their ores the Su
preme Court, Poker Jack Chief
Justice, iendered a decision making
that only receivable for county

. taxes: and when this speculation

i tice reversed this decision and
: made only Btate ecrla , receivable
