jacuil Islands Kiuli and Lthtu flius
I have seen every Island of the I11iwallan
group and have betn on four princi-
pal ones At Vaimca which is one cf
the tartest and most Important towns In
Kauai I met a number of Norwegians
with whom I had Interesting conversa-
tions This place Is also distinguished
In the ancient tradition ol Kaual and
Infamous thin place where Captain
Cool the discoverer of the Hawaiian
Islands first anchored 1778 and made
the acquaintance ol the uitlves who
called his ship a moLu lilind At the
mouth of the river are the lulns of a
stone fort built for Kina Kaumualll In
1813 by the Russians I lie final battle
that established the rule of the Kameha
mehas on Kuil was fought user the
walls of this fort in 1814 Valmei is
sltuaied In a deep andI narrow alley
abounding with Ironical trees and
winding in and out thrjugh the trees
runs the slhcry Walmta river which is
very broad at its mouth and Is spanned-
by a fine bridge The valley calends
many mites Inland It was also at
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Valmea where Iresldent George JCannon spent several months when re-
vl Ing his translation of the Hook ut
Mormon
