How lo Run an Incubator

We have been running Incubators for
six years and we are satisfied with
them and get n little better avers ge
hatching than the keno All there IIs to
do IIs to put In the eggs light the lamp
met the regulates n rood cOne around
each day the liinp turn n crank to
turn the eggs and look nt the ther
nlOlIIto through n glass door

we hatch Isom 400 to 1000 each
spring In Incubators and wo find when
we take the eggs clear out the mnrhlne-
nnd turn HitutltuHu once tt day
besides taking them out for an nlrliu
every time the heat gets n little high
and changing eml of tray in mrchlne-
toe hatch nearly every fertile egg
We get strong chicks nnd the most ot
them are out of the shells bj the twen-
tittli lay When we neglect to air the
eggs and keep them confined to the
heat of the Incubator toe close ate do
not get as good hutches and Rod more
age with chicks deed In the shell
Now this turning the eggs hI hand Is
a very small job and they tot the
nccefcary airing at the same time
another weak place In running Ineu-
bators Is In starting them

If the eggs are put In n new machine
before the heat has hen right for
several hours It will generally take n
neW hand n dy or two to get the-
bent up and keep It up Itunnlng
along two or thieo days with ther
mometer tnnn 95 and 101 will dam-
age the hatch Half running the
machine IIs better during the lust days
of the hatch We get our best hatches
when we keep the heat from 102 to 103
We real of hutches being made In
seventeen days hut I am confident they
were poor hatches and when It takes
longer than twentyone days I lave
not murk faith In reports of big
hatches I leld and Tnnn
