change, the modification of this
system of labor in the south, be ef
fected on a principle of honor,-- equi
ty and peace; that a fund should
be created.a'einklne fund of the na
tion, for the abolishment of slavery;

behalf of the slaveowners, for the
gradual emancipation of the siavec,
tneir owners to oe reasonaujy ixjiu-DenBated- for

the freedom' of their
servants, and In process of years to
change the status of the negro,
make his labor free, and place him
in a condition to be educated and
elevated: and still maintain the
faith of the nation and the- - faith of
the northern states with the
southern states.

Mason' and Dixon line, the .line
separating the free- - from - the slave
States. We faad the humiliating
spectacle throughout the land, of
the Method lat church of the North,
and the Methodist church of the
South; the Presbyterian church of
the North, the Presbyterian church
of the South; the; Baptist church of
the North, and tne .Baptist churoh
of the South. I believe the only
Christian church in America that
did not, over the slavery question,
spilt the blanket, divide its property,
its franchises and ecclesiastical O-
rganization, was the Roman Catho-
lic church, who ? recognized the ne-

cessity of a united ; body under one
grand head. This division of sects
prejared the Hearts and minds or
the people for the deadly conflict
tnat enaueu. . :

On the subject of the other twin
relic, there appears no such division.
Both tue jNorth and the South and
religious sects of whatever name
or belief, are united in the denunci
ation of the Latter-da- y Saints, and
the system of marriage introduced
by the Prophet Joseph Smith. This,as I have already ; said, Is founded
partly in their ignorance with re--
gsrd to the true spirit and nature of
the doctrine taught by the Prophet
Joseph Smith, and believed in by
the Latter-da- y Saints. As ,1 have
already said, they have classed it
with the bigamy of England and the
American States, and they have
classed it with Oriental polygamy.
For it is known to all students of
history, to all that are familiar with
the conditions of the nations at the
present time, and the history of na-
tions in past ages, that polygamy
has been the rule I will not cay
that it has been the rule among the
common people of all nations, but
polygamy has existed, and has been
recognized to a greater or less ex
tent, so far as its i practice was con
sistent with the . conditions oft the
people of the various nations, it has
been the rule irom time immemori
al; and there has never been a time
in the history of the world when It
has not been common and recognis-
ed among the nations of the earth,
with the exception or modern Eu
rope. The Christians of our time
claim the prevailing system of mar-
riage in modem Europe and in the
United states, as the result of
Christianity. To this I reply, that
neither Christ nor His ApoBtles
ever uttered one word in condemna
tion of that system or marriaae
that was in vogue in their days, and
that had been recognized and ac-

knowledged In the house of Israel
frem the days of Abraham until
Christ. In fact Christ Himself was
the fruit of polygamy, to far as the
nosh was concerned. . And nowhere
is there to be found one word in con-
demnation of this system, or any-
thing intimating that He Intended
to chaoge the then' existing rela-
tions of the sexes; but while He, as
well as His 1 Apostles and the
ancient Prophets and Patriarchs de
nounced adultery and fornication
they recognized and sustained hon-
orable marriage whether single
or piurai; ana -

eveiy form
of Uicit intercourse with
of the sexes was condemned by the
primitive Christians, as well as by
the Prophets and Patriarchs of old.
The only passage of Scrip ture that I
have ever heard quoted as appear-
ing to limit the early Christians to
single marriage was the saying of
one of the Apostles, St. ' Paul to
Timothy, in which he said that a
Bishop should be the. husband of
one wife, .having faithful children
and one who Kno ws ho w to govern
his own house, for, said he, if heknows not how to rule well his own
house, how shall he rale the Charon
of God. i Now this scripture, takdh
as a 'whole, evidently ahowathat
his object was not to intimate thata Bishop should have one wife only.
nub ne uiienueu w ; maxe mis im
pression, that he must be a man of
family, one that had experience in
household affairs, one that under-
stood all these tender relations ex
lsting between ' husband and wife
and parent and child, one that had
shown himself a wise and discreet
father, one that ' was capable of
guiding his own house and of lead-
ing his family hi the ways of recti-
tude and of controlling them In the
fear of God; for except he Is able to
govern his own house, how could it
be expected that he could govern
the Church of God. Now, if in this
respect a Bishop had proved him-
self a wise and discreet father and
husband, a man who knew how to
rule well his own family, this was a
qualification recommending him as
a suitable person to be trusted with
the office of a Bishop. And how
much more suitable would - he be
for that position if he were perfectly
able to govern two or . more wives
and to rear their children In the fear
of God? The very fact that a Bishop

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I .believe It wh in 1356 that the

Afri-
cans and white men are in bondage,
not in the same form as tnat in
which the southern Slaves were held
before the war. for the extreme' ex
cesses perpetrated under that sys
tem, in many particulars, were very
great wrongs to mankind, and rery
grievous in the sight of heaven and
of right thinking i people. And
changes were determined in jthe
mind of Jehovah, and have been ef-
fected. The authors of this republican plank have taken, polygamy as

aa being synonamous with the
polygamy of oriental - 'na-
tions, and the bigamy of the Chris-
tian nations: this is clearly
shown in the law of 1832, passed) byme uongress or the United states.
designed for its suppression, 'the

to consist In the marriage rather
than In the cohabitation; following
the old English statutes of the New
England States on th snbject of
bigamy, classing our fey stem of mar
riage with that wntcn was made
criminal by the English statutes
and by the statutes of the Northern
States; when in reality mere was
very little, if any, ilmUarity. The
bigamy ot lngland and the Ameri
can States consists hi crime and de-

ception, the betraying and wrong
ing or two innocent ana unsuspect
ing women. While the corrupt.-l- y

ing, deceiving, unprincipled husband
was feigning -- virtue and integnlty,
both violating their confidence by
lying and deception, and by violat
ing all the duties ana obligations or
marriage Uie duties tnat the rather
owes to the .wife and children and
also to the State. But the fact that
our law-make- rs took this view of Dur
social system when they passed this
law, shows how poorly and ill they
comprehended the system of mar--

The republican party had this
view of the caseno doubt, when they
first announced this noted plank
Farther experience land knowledge
among the people of the United
States hap.
