The people of this place unques-
tionabily owe a decp deht of grati-
tude to the Bupreme Deing for his
mercies vouchsiafed unto them.
Our geographieal position, with its
peculiar climatic in‘lucnces, plays
us some fantastic tricks, that
sometimes hard to bear,

Emerging from one of the sever-
est winters known to this place,
our hopes were considerably damp-
ened. Cultle were poor and enng-
iated, numbers of them died. Our
sheep, hitherto noted for unexam-
pled prolificness and profit to their
owlners, did not bring their usual
dividend. Our fruit trees, whitened
with Llossom, at one fell swoop
becanie a prey to the Liling breath
of old King Frost, Crops were un-
promising and late; cattie aund
sheep manges depuded of their
scanty herbage, grain and forage
gcarce, brought feelings of 1o envi-
ous character. Bul Providence is
over all; Hope springs on exultant
wing, comforting us with its benign
influences, and we, of necessity,
accepted the situation, and are glad
it was no worse.

Coal Creek held out nobly, and
we are to-day the rich possessors of
an [abundant harvest, enough for
man and beast, and some to spare.
Our cattie and sheep are on the
mountains,within easy reach, sleek
and fat; our meat market 13 abund-
antly supplied, and as abundantly
consumed. Duirying is being ex.
tensively carried on, tons of butter

ure

good, substantial dwellings are in
process of erection, the new co-op-
erative store is about tinished, aud
is an ornament to the place as well
as n monument of energy to its pro-
jectors. The resources of this place
are numerous and valuable, bul
few of them are taken advantage of,
the people coutenling themselves
with being farmers pure and sim-
ple. Our industrial pursuits are
therefore few, and some of those
are endly npeglected. Our steam
gaw and shingle mills e suugly
encsconced in a grove of splen-
did  timmber, the owners en-
tirely oblivious of ils existence.
