Seventy-fou- r Chinese arrived at San
Franc'scb in the stearaer"City of New
York," from Hongkong, in transit for
British Columbia, the Chinese restric-
tion act just passed by that province,
in defiance of the Dominion laws, pre-
vents them going there, and thev can-
not land at San Francisco. Neither
the Chinese consul nor the steamship
coronany know what to do with them.

500,000 cash.
