When we come
here and take bread and drink of
the cup in memory of the death
and sutlerings of our Savior,we wit-
ness unto him that we remember
him, that we Jove his law,
that we are determined to
abide by his gpspel and that we.
will do all in our power to walk in
the principles of faith and patience,
forbearance and longsuffering, and
of truth. and righteousness in which
weare en . As a short illus-
Aration,and ‘o draw the mindsof the
con sndireetly to the polnts of
instraction, [ am d ged to read a
portion of the rules of the United
Order.

Rule one s*ys, “We will not take
the name of the Deity in vain, nor
speak l{ghtly of his character or of
sacred things.”
