MinrhMter as" the Jerusalem of
Vegetarianism. Though . tho evi-

dence of their creed-makin- g pro-

gress In that locality Is not con-

vincing, there Is no doubt that
' some of the earnest professors have
managed to keep their association
alive there for more than a genera-
tion. According to a statement of
the Honorable Secretary, Kev.
James Clarke, the society, though
small, has rapidly giown of late,

. During last year the subscriptions
amounted to 250 against 170 the
year before, and "the society had
been able to publish a monthly
organ and various pamphlets, to
have a secretary constantly em-

ployed, to hold a number of. public
meetings, and to take other steps
in tho propagation of their
principles. It had boon deter-

mined, further, to carry out
tbe business of the society on a
much more extensive .scale during
tho ensuing year than bad ever
been the case in the past. The
cliairman, Mr. W. Hoy le, of Tot-tingto- n,

said that he had been a
. vegetarian for thirty-si- x years. He

wa, when he began to hold the
views he now held, a weaver in a
cotton mllL Afterward he went to
another-employme- nt which was
arduous and hot; but he at all
times got through his work well,
and frequently better than those
who did not abstain from meat.
Since then he has been the archi-
tect of his own fortune. He had
carefully studied the question and
found abundant argument whether
the matter was looked at rrom a
Scriptural, historical, physiological,
chemical, or humanitarian pofnt of
view, that the principles of Yego-tarianis- m

wre the true, ones, and
he was persuaded that when the
public mind and . intellect of the
country became" sufficiently en-

lightened in ngKtd . to this
question t the accession to the
numbers of the vegetarians would
be Terr great 4 Itev. C. 1L Colryns
(Wlrks worth) read a paper on the
question whether "Vegetarianism
had a right to claim any place at all
among the social. questions or tne
day;" after which Mr. Gibson Ward
(Ross) addressed tho meeting. He
alluded incidentally to eaters of
flesh meat as "blood tappers" and
"patronizers of slaughter-house- s.

After a speech, zrom Toressor e"w-man,

a gentleman, who gave the
name of West, proposed to put some
questions, and on - being tnvitea
upon the platform be took occasion
to protest against Mr ..Ward's hard
words. He informed his hearers
that he had been an abstainer from
intoxicating liquor and tobacco dur--
Ing thirty-thre- e years; but he
emphatically repudiated, as an En-glishm- as,

.tne statement that he
was a "blood-llcker- ." He ate beef
and mutton: and if he had been
one ol the 5,000 "who were fed bytwo fishes, he should never have
refused the food which the Lord
gave to his people. . He might be
wrong; but he must say that after
what ne had heard in favor of veg-
etarianism that night, he felt less
Inclined to become a vegetarian
than when - he .entered the room.
He believed that, animals were
given for the food of man. He be-
lieved that itlwas according to the
Word of God that the fish in the
sea lived on each other, and he re-

quired to be convinced that we
were not entitled, as human beings,
to live on the fish of the seas. Ul
timately Mr. West's remarks were

' brought to an end by a reminder
from the cliairman that he had
wandered beyond the limits con-- J
ceded to him as an inquirer.
