It seems to mo that after one bos crown
a llltls familiar with this roost fimousoJ
all royal residences, V Indsor Cattlo Itself
Its Inmatta nnd all Us present spleudoi
take Iras and leu bold upon tho visitor,
and that tbo wraith of hJUorlc nssorla
tlonsandnicmorks, conjured up by what
one cannot bat seo nnd feci, grow more and
more Imperative recognition.

What AWouilrou hot theyarcl King
Arthur Irencatlr his dragon crested helmet
lilts silently by, Lancelot, Guinevere,
hugo Tristram and iKOKlre rertlvnlonrt
following Yes, and there Is Merlin grave
nnd bis fatal enchantnss. Tho Conqueroi
and his knights rio up before you (host
Uy, Fatutslf and his raggoil crew are Just
rui real and qulto as near. Hero nro lords
bishop resplendent la armor and mantles,
coming to shrlre, to Was or to cunut. One
king walls, as ho passrs, over tbo curso of
Ingratitude. Another brutally smiles as a
living tomb Is built for n helpless woman
and her child bo, en and on, tho In
lqultous and the good who hnt o ruled and
cursul, ami until tbo pig
faced head of n ranting demon comes. He
prnlsci God and orders slaughter In the
same unctuous breath, and bis Iron band
crashing to atoms tbo priceless gathurlngs
of bait n thousand years wako you from
jour dreaulus fancy to thank tin God
there sre no more Crom wells.

To many visitor most Interest I found
In the state apartments, the "uccarelll
room, tbo Vundyck room, the Itubcns
room, the guardroom, the audtenco nnd
preM nee chAQiWrs, Et, George's hall, the
crlmion,! reen and whlto drawing rooms
oi ct the cast terraco and tho Waterloo
chamber. Tho stern simplicity ot the
guardroom, the great hall tnblazoncd
wlthiboarmorisl bearing of tha Garter
Knights and lined with portraits vf

nuYcrelgns from the tlrao of Charles 11

to the prccrnt, tnd tho hlstorle Waterlua
chamber, wlcro the heroes of tho battle
assembled annually on Its anniversary, ore
by far the most striking and lm prendre.

More heraly attracthe to mo huvo al
ways been tbo two chapels of Albert And
Ft George, and as tho former was the
plvo of a chance "meeting with a rmmor-abl-

ptrtoge, It cannot but iosscs foi
inyef the strongest bold upon feelings
and remembrance. lIotlichipvlsuredoubt
less, for their size, thotnoat famous treas-
ure boujbcapf royal mausoleum and me
morlatln the whole world. Their enrich
mint by every Known form of memorial
art la sumptuous and rnagnlllccnt beyond
description.

In front of tho cbnnccl of the Albert
Chapel Is tbo cenotaph to lho late trlnrc
consort. It Is an altar tomb by tho late
Harm Henry do Trlquutl, Itsboso la ol
black, and gold Tuscan marble At inch
angle of the tomb Is tho tlguro ot an
ongil, thosentlbo front bearing shUlds,
one with thoafmscf tho queen and the
other with thoso ct tho jrlnco consort.
Around, thetomblnidcbesaru btatuctte
threo on tuo south sldo representing
Charity, INetnnd Hope, nnd tho three on
tho north Justice, Honor nnd Trullu At
tho cost end Is a mournfully Interesting
statuette of the queen In her you tiger days,
and opposite Isnstittutitootbcleiicewiip
lag An liucrlpllon runs around the
grand antique nmtblo of Its cap. Upon
tho latter lie tLo recumbent llguro ot
"Albert tbo Good," magnificently sculp
tured, wearing tho armor of a knight ol
tho Middle At,ts, nnd clothed in tho mantla
of tho order of tho Garter.

On a recent uccadon while standing
this immortal, my attendant having

rxcuitd himself fur a moment and
through tho private door leading to

tbu tUanery, two ladles one nn elderly
