NEWSPAPERS.

If the traveler forgets for a little
while bis archanloglcai Interest In
the IanJ with which ho is silently
communing, and asks himself:
"What is the chief characteristic
of Palestine as compared with the
Kuropean lands which I havu
hitherto known, I will net say with
Franco and Germany, but even
Willi the more backward districts of
Italy?-- ' I think tho answer will
b "Chiefly its great withoutness."
Here Is a country without roads.
Tbo one or two good roads practi-
cable for carriages, made by the
forced labor of the peasantry, be-

tween Jafla rnd Jerusalem or Jeru-
salem aad Hebron, and the lino
road madeby French engineers

Damascus and ileyrout, arc
entirely exceptional.

The "aultaniyeh," the royal road
between the two capitals of Jerusa-
lem and Damascus, Is generally a
mere track across a moor, sometimes
only the bed of a torrent, always
hopelessly untraverscblo by wheeled
carriages, and rendering needful
Uie rxKmsIon of a horse
if the rider Is to reach his journey's
end in safety. Distinction between
highway aad byway I can see none,
except Uiat sometimes the byway, as
being more grassy, Is pleasanter for
the traveler and enables him to get
over his Journey more quickly. In
short, let a person who has not yet
visited Palestine think or the worst
bridlepath he remembers in Cum-
berland or Switzerland, and he will
form a pretty just conception of the
Sjltanlych, the royal highroad of
Palestine, at its best.
