The
plaintiff claimed that the amount should
brebeen only 8,000 shares.aud alter
ward induced the defendant to return
to blm 626 shares, and brought suit for
the remainder of tho 2,000. j,In support
of .his claim , tbe plaintiff contended
that In addition to the original cost to
him of 0 cents per, share, money bad
been borrowed ana work done suffi-
cient to aake the cost c$M cents per
share. Alter incorporating, however,
the company paid ths loans and for the
labor, the defendant bearing bis pro-
portion, eo that in reality, to the'
plalnll ff, the original cost still re-

mained at M cents, and tbe court held
that he was not entitled to any of the
2,000 shares claimed by blm. Further,

shares, which were vyorth $8 each at
the, time the plaintiff received them,
11.579, should be paid to the defendant.

In Independence Hall last evening
the Rev. Dr. Aubrey, of London, a
canaldate on the Gladstone ticket at
the late general election in England,
delivered a lecture entitled : "An Eng'
llsn Liberal View ot the Home Rale
Question in Ireland." D$. Aabrey is a
pleasing speaker,and is doubtless capa-
ble of a display of eloquence of a high
character: but last evening he
co caned himself mostly to a
conversational style. His lecture
was worthy of the attend-
ance of a larger audience than was
present, as the house was scarcely
half tilled, but his auditors comprised
a very intelligent class of people.

The speaker began by expressing bis
pleasure at noting the great interest
which the people of the United States
take in English politics, and the wide
spread admiration lor Gladstone among
the American people. He remarked
that Americans '

INSTINCTIVELY SYMPATHIZE

with the Liberal party in England,
and with its purposes and
the ofe'Jects which ' it seeks
to accomplish. That party alms to do
nothing except what is right, nor to
accomplish any object not in harmony
with the prir.cii.les of Justice and
truth.

The lecturer said that England is
now passing through a great crisis.one
of the greatest of her whole history.
Seldom or never had the government
of the nation been called upon to han-
dle a subject so important and at the
same time so difficult and in-

tricate as the Irteh question
has become. At one time during the
present century Ireland had a popu-
lation of eight and a quarter millions,
which was now reduced to barely lite
millions. The famine of 1846 had, the
speaker said, expatriated many, but
other causes had opeiated to bring
vast numbers of Irish people to this
country; and It was observable that,
after they resided in America many
years they still felt a bitterness that
was almost remarkable, towards the
English government. And yet when
the treatment their countrymen at
home were receiving is considered,
their feelings of bitterness towards the
power leflictiug that treatment is eal!y
accounted for.

The speaker gave ooie interesting
statistics of Ireland. The Island con
tains 914,000 houses, including every
description. About balf of these, or
400,000, are farm houses, and in the
majority of cases these are constructed
in a most primitiv manner, of mud and
the cheapebt materials, and the people
of this country would scorn to live in
such homes. The speaker described
the povertj, squalor and wretchedness
of the people, which were extreme.

Unable to accomplish the ameliora-
tion of the condition of the Irish people,orarefiretis of their wronjj.t, the

IRISH MEMBERS OF PARXIAMRNT

had, for a number of years past, adopt-ed a policy of obstruction to preventthe transaction of business in Par-
liament. They bad systematically re-
sorted to every posslole technicality to
obstruct legislation of every kind, and
had been very successful in hindering
the accomplishment of public business.
They followed this policy in order to
gain ceitato ends in behalf of Ireland,
been cotnpslled to feed their oppres-sors. He stated some of the points of
the penal code.lunder which the Prot-
ectant minority of one-seven- th tyran-
nized over hs of the popula-tion who were Catholics. Under this
code a Catholic could not sit on a Jury,nor even testify in a court of law under
oath. His children could not be edu-
cated. He could not own a horse
with more than a sum equal to about
$25, and if aay Protestant found
him In possession of a
horse, no matter how valuable
it might be, and offered
him that sum for it, he was compelledto let the animal go. If his son would
only renounce Catholicism and say "I
am a Protestant," the father's pos-
sessions coold be seized by the recalci-
trant son. For 200 years tbe Catholics
of (Ireland were thus oppressed, and it
was not a matter of wonder that the
children should feel bitter at the re-
membrance of their fathers' wrongs.
The lecturer related how the
EXTINCTION OF THE IRISH PARLIAMENT

had been brought about in 1800.
William Pitt had resorted to
open bribery, and by paying
large sums ol money to some of its
memcers, aud having conferred upon
others honors and titles, he induced a
sufficient number of the members to
vole for the union act to secure its
passaiicThe history of those times was
a history of the most shameless politi-
cal corruption and deception. Though
the so-call- ed ucion of Ireland with
Eegland was brought about by such
wroug and corrupt means, tbe Irish
people do not now ask nor detire to
tMive the union act repealed, thoughDaniel O'L'ouneli labored to accom-
plish this.

The speaker said that, in history,it often seems tliaf fraud and
treachery bring their own nemesis, and
that this was eminently true in relation
to the act of up ion; for the measure
had proven a curse to England ever
sines it bad been passed. There had
never been any real union between tbe
two countries. They were united
merely as the constable and prisonerare when the lormer handcuffs the lat-
ter to hbj own wrist.

Since the passage of the act
of union, England r has ruled
Ireland wbollysby coercion: About

FIFTY ACTS OF COERCION j

have been passed by Parliament. The
writ of haSeaM corput bas been sus

ended many times: search laws bayeEeen enacted; Catholics havp "bad
their arms taken from them, and have
been oppressed in many ways.

There are now 42,000. armed men in
Iielaud to keep order among 5,000,000
people; at the same rate the United
States would require a constabulary of
about 4.&00.000. It Is only by force of
arms that England maintains control
in Ireland. The speaker admitted
that the lawless acts of the Irish peo-
ple, such as the boycott, maiming of
cat'Je, destroying of property,1 etc.,
were not to be excused, but he de-

clared that the perpetrators did not
Justly represent tne Irish people.

He gave an account of tbe causes
that led to the defeat of -- Gladstone in
the late election. Tbe Tories bad three
election cries; one was: "Tbe church
ts in danger!" That is the Protestant
church ic Ireland would be in danger,
should Gladstone's i policy be car-
ried out. A more effective cry

Of, the Empire'1
which the Tories declared would be
another result of Gladstone's policy.The tbir&and most effective cry wan
"Taxation to buy xut Irish - Land-
lords!" A!! these 'cries were false
and misleading, bat they had tbe de-
sired effect of defeating Gladstone.
In reality, however, a. majority of the
English voters, . nunafwrmg: at least
40,000; were with Gladstonebut owiagto the unequal system Of election dis-
tricts in England, candidates for Par-
liament on the Gladstone ticket were
defeated. Thei speaker 'explained
Gladstone's plan - for settlingforever the land question in
ireiaud, Briefly it was this i Let the
Government borrow the money at
three per cent, with which to buy the
land, and then loan It to the lr!s& peo-
ple at 4 per cent., taking security on
