—Thirty-
nine bodies in all bave been taken out

were on the train, as the conducztor had
only begun taking up the tickets after
leaving here. Many bodies have pro-
;mbly gone intd the river and under the

e .

At this bour (midnight) thirty-
nine bodies |n all have been re-
covered from the wreck, and there
I8 a probability that a number of
other corpses will be found in the
wreck or under the ice In the creek.
Just how many persons were killed
cannot be ascertained while there ex-
ists 50 much uncertamty as to the
pumber on the train. One of the
wreckédd cars on the lce has not yet
been overbauled, and It is thought
that at least twenty bodies are
in the debris. Should this
prove so, It will run the list up

TO OVER SIXTY.

Thls will not include those who may
bave been carried Into the river
through the ice. Tne latest computa-
tion as 1o the number of persons on
the train, places it at over 100, When
the last car on the ice is overhaunled
to-morrow and farther ldentification
takes place, a more complete list of
the kiMed will be obtaimable. A score
of the bodies already recovered are so
disfigured by being crushed and
hurped a8 to preclude any pessibility
of being ideptified. Many of the sur-
vivors will probably die of thelr
wounds.

The
boy =at three seats behiod his fsther in
the third car from the rear. He was
dozing in bis seat when bedelt the car
shiver. This motion was kept up for
a fuw seconds and then the car dashed
over the bridge upon the ice. By bard
work be succeeded In getting out of
one of the windows. He at once went
in search of his father and discovered
himn by the light of the burning wreck,
just above bhim, pinned down by a part
ol the top of the car, which had {alléen
directly across his cheést and legs. The
old man was as firmly beld as if In &
vise. Joseph was Lthe only one who
escaped from the car, as be says.. He
rushed to his father's assistance snd
spukc words of encou ement to bim.
The father was very cool and told him
to get him out a8 soon as ssible.
The boy seized his father and strug-
zlied with all his strepgth to extrica
