THE CONSTITUTION.

The First Centennial of Its Prommul-
gatien 1o be Celebrated.

PUILADELPHIA, 17.— A3 a resut of
the movement upon the part of the cily
magistrates of the thirteen original
Slates, seven governors of as many
commonwesalths met here to-day to ar-
range for the fitting observation of the
centennial anciversary of the promul-
gation of the Constitution of tae United
States. Ten States were represented
—New Hampshire, Massachussetls,
and North Caroiina were not repre-
sented, but probably will be by to-
morrow. The followisg governors
werepresent: Pattison,of Penosylvania
Lee ot Virginia, Lloyd of Maryland
Stocktry of Delaware, Wetmore of
Rhode Island, McDanle] of Georgia,
apd Sheppard of South Carolina.

New York was represented by a
commitiee of the State Legislarure,
and Connecticut by ex- Governor Bige-
low. Atthe Continental [Iotel Gover-
nor Pattison delivered a brief address
of welcome, There were present also
meny other distingulshed visilors from
the various States and & citizen’s com- |
mittee of entertalnment.

After Goverpor Patterson’s specch
the party divided Into pairs and march-
ed down Chestnut Street to the old
State House. Here the party halted in
the room where the

DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE

was algoned, and standing under the
canopy of red white and blue, they
listeped to an address of welcome by
Maybr Smith. Carpenters’ Hall, the
old hall where In 1774 the first Colonlal
Congress met, 11 provinces belneg rep-
resented, was the next place visited.
AL thls plac: also a weeting was beld.
The wovernors ranged Lhemselves
around & large table near the centre
of the ball. Richard K. Betts, one
of .the oldest members of the
‘*Caipenters’ compuuy ot Lhe city and
county of Philadelphia’’ welcomed the
visitors snd briefly reviewed the hls-
tory of the time-worn meeting place.
Carson then dellvered an oration. A
business meeting of the governors was
called to order by ‘Goveroor Pattison,
Governor Lee of Virginla, was Invited
to take the chalr. Carson was slected
secretary. Letters were reed Irom the

vernors of North Carolina, New

ampshire and Massachusetts, re-
gretiing thelr inability to be present
and assuring the governors that they
were In sympathy with the movement.
Col. J. "Peyton, who originated the
I%eu of t‘hghulabrntion and who !‘us
charge o 8 Arrangeinen wWas Iin-
vltocfl.o the stand to make ‘:ﬂy SUgges-
tlons which might have occurred to
him. The colonel, in replﬁ. sald that
it would'De a gocd idea to have

represented at the ceclebratiom next
September by a regiment of soldiers.
It seemeéd to him that the young men
in the varlous States would gladly
avall thymselves of this opportunity
to participate in the celebration.

n motion of Governor Pattison the
‘organization was made rrmem.
The governor svggested alse that a
committee co . sistlog ¢f governors of
thirteen States and representative
citlizens from those States, be appoiat-
ed to prepare a plan for the celebra-
tlon. On motion of Governor Stock-
try, of Delaware, the chalr appointed a
committee conslstiog of dve mwembers
to druft a plan. Governors of
Peonsvivania, Delaware, Rhode Is-
land, Maryland and Georgis, were ap-
pointed. A receds was thea taken to
enable the commlittee to prepare plans.

During the session in Carpenters'
Hall, resolutions were adop that

be Invited to unite in the preparatien
for the proper national Lelebration of
Lhe adoption of the Federal Constitu-
tion, to be held In this city in Septem-
her of next year and that the President
be inovited to formally communi-
cate to Congreas at their
next meeting, the fact that his ad-
ministratton closes the first century of
Copstitutional government,and to urge
upon that body the propriety of taking
measures Lo render the celebration
worthy of an occasion of such digaity
and Importance and that the exective
vf every State and Territory in the
Union be formsally communicated with
and urged to press npon the aitention
of thelr pegple the fitncss of & heariy
co-operation. Resolutions were also
passed requesting that delegates from
different States and Territories be sent
here, to meet here on December 24
next, 1o organize a permanent organi-
zation woriby of the event,

Resolntions were also adopted look-
Ing to the appointment of a committee
of cltizena to co-operate with the per-
manent organization and extending
sympathy to the earthquake sufferdrs
in South Carolioa.

Biliousness.—''Biliousness is fro-
quently the result of eating too !rg-c.:.\'
of fats. Animal fats being particu-
larly diflicnlt to digest, and likely to be
taken in too large quauntities in the
shape of butter, lard, suet, and fat
meats, are apt to produce Lhis conal-
tion. Flesh food gouerally con-
sists ot albumen, & nitrogenous sub-
stance, which can be used In the body
0aiy In & very limited amount. The
average person can use only three
ounces of this kind of material each
tweuty four hours. Baut if a person
eats several times this amouut in the
form of beefsteak, mwutton chops, or
any other flesh food, the supceifluous
amount must all be removed o the
form of waste matter. That is, if the

rson eats meat sufllcient o supply
our ounces of nlirogehous matter,
tue four ounces must be carried off by
the kidneys In tbe form of urea, or
urlc acid, and this must be acted upon
by the liver to prepare It for removal
by the kidneys. If thellver has more
of this work to do Lhaun it should bave,
the work will be Imperfectly doue, and
much waste mutier which ought
to be removed wlil be left io
Lthe system, producing billousness,
rhematism, muscular pains, & sick
headaches, and many other uncomfor-
table symmptoms. Persons suffering
from these causes will often nolice
pediment in the urinary secretion.
This is one of the most cCommon causes
of the sediment, or deposit, crdinarily
found In the urine.”

they usually dle of scrofula between 85
and 45 years of age.” In the spring they
will eat scurvy 8, wild turnips,
wild oata, etc., while in autumn they
find a few scattering blackberries,
blueberries, etc. It is stated that
women wao gather these frulls, and
eat more of than inen, live much
looger in consequencs.”
