After ten years of practical ex
perience with the apple tree borer,
we come to the conclusion . tnat it
does not confine its .depredations
to apple trees alono, but may often
be round in the peacn, pium, cur
rant, willow, and some other ahrub

' ' 'and trees.- -

That borers never successfully at
tack a thrifty, well conditioned tree
of any kind but generally trees Just
transplanted, orr slow and stunt
ed growth trees whose stems are
specially exposed to 'the fierce rays
of the Summer sun, or those nearly

I killed by frost or neglect of giving
proper moisture.

Now we have two Infallible rem
edies for borers; one is, keep your
trees, whether recently or longerset. in a thrifty state of growth
and the attack of the borer will be
fruitless In ninety-nin- e cases In
every hundred. The other is quiteas simple; when you set trees,wind
tne stem ror four rees witn rags er
bark, and keep it there till the tree
attains a rood size and becomes
impervious to the attacks of borers.
The borer with which we have
made such, intimate acquaintance
seldom attacks a good-size- d, tough
earKed tree, but seeRs tne small,voune er tn In-bark-ed tree. ; Tne
egg is laid in May or June on the
outside of the bark of the tree by an
insignificant ny. if - the tree is
thrifty and full of sap' and life, the
vitality of the err-- Is destroyed, or
drowned out, wmie tnose depositedon the bark of the stunted, sapless,
nair dead tree or emue woik tneir
way in, trowing larger, and will
finally kill the trees in most cases.
The borer fly seldom rises on the
stem of a tree four feet high; so if
the tree is wen .wrapped, or naa a
good coat or . wnitewasn an over it,
early In the season, then there Is
no danger."
