The President says he had a con-
versation with Hewitt, in which
ho said, that, in his judgment, not
less than sixty-thre- e members were
eligible to organize the House and
transact Htate business, Including
the determination of the qualifica-
tion of its members. Tills was the
view lie then held, but it was
merely a piis'ate opinion, and he
might have been wrong. The Pre-
sident, . n that occasion, further
expressed his views with regard to
the grounds on which each wing or
member of the House of Represent
tatives claimed their seats, und in
this connection the President pro-
duced a note addressed to him by
Hewitt, dated December dlh, as
follows :

To the JVesiilent. I have receiv-
ed u reliable telegram from Colum-
bia stating that the sixty-thir- d

member, holding n certificate from
the Secretary of Htato, has been
worn into the house presided over

by Speaker Wallace,whleh is theie-for- e

organized in accordance with
the requirements of law as stated
by you.

On the same day llewilt cent
him another note, as follows:

I have just received a later dis-

patch saying that tho Supreme
Court of South Carolina has pro-
nounced its judgment and declared
the house presided over by Wallace
to be the legally constituted house
of representatives, and that Mack-e- y

is a private person and not the
speaker or in any respect an oftlcer
of tho legislative body.

The Presideut,8ald,with reference
to these notes, that he Hid not
think after his free conversation
with Hewitt, that the latter would
make use of what he said for the
purpose of defeating tho, party
which the President rwiircstmted.

When Hewitt and Senator Kan
dolph called upon him several
days ago, he informed Hewitt of
the contents of a dispatch he had
received from Governor Chamber
lain, and the reply ho made to it,
aud intimated to Hewitt that ho
thought his coHthleneo had been
abused. Hewitt denied l hate he
had sent to Columbia such a dis-
patch as that mentioned.

The President then npeatid to
Hewitt the substance of tbe dis-

patch lmreply to Uovemur Cham-
berlain in regard to the report cur-
rent in Columbia.

Senator Randolph then produced
a dispatch from General Hampton,
in which ho said that if the Presi-
dent, would recognize the Wallace
house and withdraw the troopa he
would do everything possible to
preserve peace. s r -

The President remarked that ho
looked upon this as a piece of Im-

pertinence on the part of General
Hampton In telling him what to
do; that the Bending of troops to
South Carolina was in obedience to
the call of Governor Chamberlain,
the danger there being too formid-
able for the authorities of the State
to control; that the orgauized rltle
clubs representing General Hamp-ton were in the city of Columbia,
and that if the federal troopa
should be withdrawn there would
be peace, but it would be the peace
of death.

Senator Randolph then explained
that the President should not think
that Geneial Hampton sought to
advise him what to do, and that
the dispatch which was shown to
the President waa in reply to one
llandolph had sent to Hampton in
response to a question.

The President said that he had
never instructed Gen. linger to
place troops in the State House, but
that was tho way Gen. Ruger un-
derstood his order. ..Tn troops
were in South Carolina, tho Presi-
dent repeated, in obedience to the
call of Gov. Chamberlain to sup
press an insurrection too formidable
for him to control, aud had it not
been for these troopa Chamberlain
would have been a refugee to-da- y,

as Gov. Ames now is from Missis-
sippi. The President said he look-
ed on the situation as embarrassing,
ta say the least. A good deal ot
bad temper had been shown ou the
democratic side, and many were
acting Unreasonably, They seem
to fear that he was doing what was
right, and were abusing everybody
for not yielding to their views.
This struck him as strange, consid-
ering the scenes through which we
have passed. Gov. Hayes repre-
sented the party that carried.in tlie
election, all but four ef the mates
that furnished the means for tlie
suppression of the rebellion, and
Governor Tilden carried all but
three of those which sought to des-
troy the Union. In allusion to
frauds he said the majority for Til-
den in the city of New ork was
larger than his total majority in
the entire Htate,in which city much
crime ia perpetrated and where
there is a large number of men whs
have very little interest in the state
or the republic. In the same way
frauds were committed in the States
of New Jersey and Connecticut
While it was true that those South-
ern States which gave Governor
Tilden a majority were voters many
of whom voted more than once, but
nobody claimed that Tilden did not
carry such States. The party that
perpetrated the frauds in the Sou-
thern States for Tilden complain of
frauds of Florida, Louisiana and
South Carolina; but if there had
been no frauds In Mississippi and
North Carolina, those States would
have gone for Hayes and Wneeler.

The President justified the exclu-
sion of Laurens and Kdgefleld
ceuntles from the returns on the
grouud that Georgians voted in
them frequently and cast more
votes than were the voters for the
democrats. Much had been said
about the use of troops, but consid-
ering the number of lives sacrificed
and the many political murders in
the south, 11 was necessary to anord
the required protection. Though
all was quiet now In , the south, so
far as he could He would protect
every one from violence. All steps
taken to this end had been duly' "considered.

In reply to the remark that it
seemed that tbe democrats had
abandoned the idea of Impeaching
him, the President said he would
advise them not to attempt It, for
it might brine w evidence which
they would not wish to seo spreadon the records. He would rather
trust the rebels than their north-
ern allies, and tried to say as much
In his annual message. '

He did not receive all the reports
from the departments in' time, and
therefore he waa obliged to leave
out or nls message, many subjectsto which otherwise he would have
alluded. He saye In response to a
question that ho would answer the
house resolution and inform them
why he sent troops to the south.

Among other things, the Presi
