The majority report was signed by
Dilc Hayward Mulvey and Dlchl
and recommended that the rate be
fixed at 30 cents per thousand lor fuel
purpose aud 50 cents put thousand for
Illuminating purposes with a mini-
mum charge ot n

The minority report was signed by
Calllater and LiePruhon and recom-
mended a minimum charge of lor
the first 2001 feet or lOll and 60 cents
pr thousand thereafter

CIIIler moved that the mlnollty
report be substituted tor the ma1ority-

Calllater ooutended that 60 cents per
thousand cubic lot for natural gas wa
cheap enough and that the company
could not afford to urnlaii U for Iless
He alto read a communication a
number of representative citizens pro-

testing against the proposed reduction-
to SO cents per tbousanJ for fuel pur
poste and quoted Eastern rate on
natural gas to snow that their prices
were higher than they are In dell
Lake

OMeara favored the minority xe
port and Bald that 60 cents per thous-
and was restoaablo enough

Lloyd moved to amepd the minority
report so aa to fix the minimum at
for 2000 feet or lose and 40 cool per
thousand thereafter also that the rate
be reel for only two years

Buckle thought that a 30cent rate
would cloae the wells and favored the
minority report

Dale thought It doubtful II the Salt
Lake and Ogden Oas Electric Light
company would accept the amend-
ment to Its franchise contemplated by
either report He had talked too large
number of gas conaumers he said
lace the matter had heel under con-

sideration by the committee but the
more be talked the more confused be
became as no two consumers could
agree upon rates IA number ol people
had declared that they would tk out
their stoves 11 the rate was fixed above
30 cents and the gas people declared
that they would eerie to lurnlsh It If
tbey could not get 50 coots

KxMayor BaaLln on behalf of U
L Driver A Co was then granted the
privilege tbe floor and assured the
members ol Ibe Council that II would
be Impossible to operate the well s on
a 30 cent rate land that they would
have to shut down It that rate wall
established
