It has since been hcaid that
there wero three bands, iu all l.oOO
warriors, of which only a few took
part. Six dead Indians were seen
lying ou tho field, but as they had
full opportunity to carry ofT their
dead before they could bo reached
by the troops, it is reasonable to be-
lieve a creat number were killed.
Whatever their loss in killed mav
have been, more severe was the loss
of several tons of dried buffalo
meat and a large amount of camp.
equipage. For this they had fought,and ;by the loss of the fight th
prestige cf sitting Hull was dimin-
ished. Ills punishment for the
destruction ot a gallant band of
cavalry was accomplished by in.
fantry alone, not a cavalry soldier
or officer being on the field in this
engagement. General Miles dLs- -

played that superb baud ling of
troops that so distinguished him
during the war and on tho south-
ern plaius. Tho Indians were so
completely battled by the rapidityof his movements as to be unable
to make any formidable opposition.
The next morning the sun appear-
ed aud a light occurred with the
pickets of Company K, arising from
the chasing nud nearly capturingone man wno was stratrirhuBr. but
the Indians 'wero speedily driven
off. Tho main trail was then re
sumed aud pressed rapidly to the
Yellowstone. Skirmlshiucr con
tinued most of tho day. Tho prairie
is being fired all along the line of
march and ponies and lodge pole?
picked up all the way, Tlie im
portance of tho above engagement
and pursuit will finally appear in
tho fact that this day the whole of
lho jUinneconjous ami Sans Arcs
have surrendered and given five of
their ptiuclpal chiefs Hed Skirt,
Ulacic i'.agle, punri.se, Sittinsr Ka
gle, White liullaud Foolish Hull
to General Miles as hostages that
they will ;fo at one to tho Chey-
enne Agency. They give the num
her of their lodges us 1,300, but thi
is considerably overestimated
These chiefs leave to-nig- under
guard, for Cheyenne Agency.

COUNCILS AND FIGHT BE
TWEEN GEN. MILES AND

I

GENERAL SITTING BULL.

Lco'cludlo.J
A long, earnest und eacer confer

ence began this time, with a little
anxiety on the ride of the Fifth, byreawn ei onifern aoa meii sroluir
back and forth. This conference
was even more protracted than on
the day Lefore, the Sioux showingtheir unxitty lor tho result by con-
stantly riding to the council circle
eagerly consulting each other and
then returning to their eminence,
the lino of warriors that had Leon
formed being almost entirely bro
ken up bv these movement?. After
long, anxious consultatign, many
of the chiefs wero found willing to
agree to the terms, one oiloring to
go himself as hostage if lm tribe
would bo allowed to hunt bullalo
awhile. At this point, however,
bitting liull eagerly nroko up the
conference, preferring to fight to
yielding.

L.acn party reiiteu to its own
side. General Miles seut u final
word to Sitting Bull to let turn have
his auswer promptly or ho v.oulJ
open upon him with his gunx. No
answer was returned. As General
Miles and his party moved slowly
back to his lines the Indians on the
plain withdrew to tho heights, and
crowned thepe and the high ground
beyond the rocks in front, r rom
the prutlei t precautions taken by
General IWiles against surprise or
treachery to his command tlie In
dians seemed to have had an idea
he would rather await than make
an attack, so they watched with
extreme eagerness ins llr.st move-
ment. A moment sufficed for prep
aration, and when tho wj.ucd for
command;: to movo lorwara was
sriven every oflicer and soldier Joy
fully responded and their eagerness
coukl scarcely lie restraineu. Dinjoi
(,'asey, with Company A, w;.s di
rected to movo along and clear the
ridcro on the left. Captain Carter
with Company K, to clear a hitrh
knoll on the right, Captain Bnydcr,
with Company I', to guard tlio
Hodman gun, while tho liuo tid-vau- ced

direct to tho front. The
advance wan not handsomely tlone
owin I i i TliM ton frrt.t. ..oir(Mitt-- ' ' i

et forward. After advancing i
few hundred yards line was deploy
ed as skirmishers, opening out like
a fan. lho deployment was iteau
tifully made in perfect order, sweep
ing over tho ground with its ion.
waving line, cliuiuinglhe inns aim
descending the valleys like a long
ripple over the billows. Captain
Catler's'couapany, which had been
ordered, to. carry the height on the
right, crowned by about seventy- -
live Indians without firing, moved
steadily forward, closing upon the
Sioux. The latter gave way before
the little line without venturing
shot. Meanwhile tho main hue
was rapidly advancing. Company
A, moving steadily, swept aside the
few Indians on the left nuge. me
line had now reached the creek,
bevond which was the battlp-nei- u

un tne nreci piious rio uumrui- -

atelv before U3. composed of high
era veil v knolls, were ine main uouy
of the Sioux. The ravine of the
stream divided to the rigrut, one
portion running far to tha right,
the other extending 10 tue norm
aud left along the hue of the ad
vance. On the left of this brancli
was a very high ridge, commanding
the whole plan of the neld, ana
distant from the ravine a few hun
dred yards." This was covered by
Indians. Tho prairie beyond the
heights, on which the main body
of the Sioux had taken up position
was rollinsr. as usual, each swell
ri.sine higher for several miles,
The gfound on the right of the right
branc.Ii or tlie stream was Hiuuiai 10
that on the left, but not so lngn.

The plan of the Indians, it ap
appealed now, was to get tho r nth
llegiraent to pa3 me mam lorce
and tb its become entangled in the
ravines aud low ground, while by
crowning the surrounding heights
they would be enabled to pour a
concentrated fire ou the mass and
repeat tlie Custer butchery. Gen-
eral Miles was not the man to be
thus entrapped, and by Captains
Carter and Casey's moves defeated
tho first part of this programme.
His plan was as perfect as its execu-
tion was complete.

Tlie line was now moving out of
Urn ravine and up the precipitous
kjioIJs, tho. Indians giving way
gradually and easily in front,
not yet firing a shot, tho armistice
apparently restraining both forces.
The line now moved out of the ra-

vines and up the precipitous gravel
buttes in the following order:
Captain Casey, with .Company A;
Hennett, with J; L.ymas, with i;
Hu tier,' with C; Carter, vith K. In
(lie lie Jdeu tenants l'opo and
lksgeau,with H; Foibes,with G. in
reserve, Captain Snyders, with F,
in charge of tlie llodman gun, and
McDonald, with D, in rear of the
train. As the line approached the
summit of tlie heights tlie Sioux
began their wild war dauce in our
front. This was the first hostile de-

monstration. Many might have been
killed now by tho llodman gun,
but that the Ujslike to be first to
break the armistice prevailed with
General Miles. The Hodman gun
was pushed forward on tho right
and all was moving forward in
good order, when a shot from the
rear pai-sei- i through Ldeut. Tope's
company, and was at once returned
by the eager men, who were tired
of waiting. This company was at
once ordered to clear the ravines
and knolls whence the shot came
from. - Lieut. Hosseau, vith "Com-
pany K, was ordered to tako the
left and Carter tue ngnt ravine.
At tho same time the main line
advanced rapidly, the main front
when the Sioux dashed iu circles
ilong the front delivering a rapid
fire and then disappearing behind
tlie swells. Their riding was mag-
nificent, but the fire was quite in
effective. While this was taking
place the flank movements advan
ced apace. Company 12 soon clear
ed the ravines. Carter and Lyman
doing the same on the right, where
they encountered heavy firing in
passing through what had been the
camp ol Sitting 4iulrs band.

Meanwhile the gallant Rosseau,
worthy of his great brother's repu-
tation, moved straight np to th
lofty height under a rapid fire until

i - - 1 xitie reacneu lawsummn anu secureu
the key of the field. - It was hand
somely done and without loss of
life, aided by the bcoming of the
llodman. The Sioux, now driven
from every important point, Hank
ed and foiled, made wide circles,
and many came around to the rear
or flank and rear of Company E,
which had been oruertd to remain
with the train until it was out of
danger." These Indians fn the rear
toek possession of each height, and
dismounting did some close firing.
Hero Hergeant McPhelan, Com
pany E, was "wounded severely
from a shot. The Indians now
fired the prairies in front, and amid
the lurid flames the fight continued
until no Sioux remained to oppose
the advance. Company K was then
directed to clear the ravines on tho
left rear, where water was to ' be
found olJUae few. Indians collected
there, while the command moved
back aud camped ou the hijib
ridge.
